Children and young people convey their views to the Mayor of Tirana Municipality on the occasion of the  Anniversary of the Convention on the Rights of the Child 
Tirana, November 20, 2007:  A book published by a group of young people called “The city we want” was launched today on the occasion of the 18th anniversary of the adoption of the Convention on the Rights of the Child (CRC). 

Today, children and young people are raising their voices to remind the government of its obligations towards children. The children and young people conveyed their views to the Mayor on how they would like their city to run in the future. In addition, they advocated for an increase in those areas of the budget of the municipality that specifically supports programmes to meet all children’s needs. 
The Convention on the Rights of the Child sets out the ground rules for a better life for all children, and is the most widely ratified human rights agreement in the world. The Convention outlines 4 key rights:  the right to survival, the right to develop to full potential, the right to be protected from harmful influences, abuse and exploitation, the right to participate fully in family, cultural and social life. 

The CRC has become a universally accepted measure of global responsibilities regarding children and an effective tool for promoting conditions and circumstances favourable to children’s survival and development.
