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1- Violence against children is often hidden. Abuse often happens behind close doors and is most likely perpetrated by those the children is supposed to be able to trust – parents, family members and acquaintances.   

2- Physical and psychological violence occur more often and in more severe at home than in the school environment. The study found that
· Mothers more frequently than fathers exercise physical and psychological violence

· Fathers exercise violence less often but when they do it  often more severe  
· One in two children reported being smacked on the head at home and one in three children reported being smacked on the head at school 
· One in three children reported being verbally insulted at home and one in four children reported being verbally insulted at school 

· One in four children reported being kicked  at home and one in three children reported being kicked at school
· One in four children reported that they are threatened with negative grades as punishment for the bad behaviour in school
· One in six children reported being struck with an object at home and one in ten children reported being struck with an object at school 
· One in six children is closed at the toilet at home 
· One in five children reported being threatened with expulsion from the school
· One in fifteen children reported being threatened with abandonment from the parents 

3- Violence threatens the survival, well being and future prospects of children. The physical, emotional and psychological scars of violence can have severe implications for a child’s development, health and ability to learn.  

Consequences of the Violence in three major fields

Violent incidents at home: 

· 27,7 per cent of children report having had bruises 

· 24,5 per cent report bleeding 

· 21,9 per cent report dizziness 
· 7,8   per cent report loss of consciousness
· 13,4 per cent have suicidal thoughts 
Violent incidents at school:
· 23,3 per cent of children report having had bruises
· 16,5 per cent report bleeding
· 15,8 per cent  report dizziness 
· 4,8  per cent  report loss of consciousness  
· 10 per cent feel unsafe at the school 
Violent incidents in residential care institutions:

· 44,5 per cent report bleeding 
· 42,2 per cent report dizziness 

· 16,6 per cent report loss of consciousness  
4- Violence against children goes beyond the purely physical. Abuse, neglect and exploitation are also forms of violence. Children say that humiliation hurt them deeply and leave a scar. 
5- Inflicting violence on a child, in whatever form, teaches that child violence is acceptable and so perpetuates the cycle of violence. 

6- Legislation in place to prohibit the corporal punishment against children. 
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
