	Background: 
Piped water supplies are widely viewed as representing the future of rural water supply and improved hygiene in Bangladesh, but as of 2009, only 07% of rural households had access to them (BBS/UNICEF, 2010). As a consequence there is a lack of capacity and experience to support rapid up-scaling, most especially for schemes that entail water treatment. The SHEWA‑B project is working through DPHE to construct piped water supply systems at 40 sites, serving about 20,000 people, while also developing the capability of DPHE to expand the programme in the future. Up to December 2011, designs had been prepared for all schemes, with work orders for construction issued for 7 schemes and tendering in process at the remainder. 

	2. Purpose of Assignment: 
Facilitate DPHE activities in translating the 40 schemes for the design stage into sustainable operation, and establish the capability in DPHE to implement more schemes in the future.
