	1. BACKGROUND :
Although HIV infection is now approaching a concentrated epidemic among certain vulnerable groups, Bangladesh has a relatively low prevalence among the general population.  The challenge is to continue to keep the rates low, as all the ingredients of a potential epidemic are prevalent. 
It is within this context that the World Bank and the United Kingdom of Great Britain and North Ireland represented by Department for International Development (DFID) together worked with the Government of Bangladesh (GoB) to develop an HIV/AIDS Prevention Project (HAPP).  While the IDA is contributing $20.0 m, DFID is expected to contribute $5.0m. The objectives of the Project are:  to assist GoB to prevent the HIV infection from gaining a larger foothold within vulnerable groups, and to limit its spread into the general population; without stigmatizing the vulnerable groups. 

The Development Credit Agreement was signed in December 2000 and became effective from January 2001.  It forms an integral part of the national response to HIV in Bangladesh. It seeks to do this by (a) scaling up, in the shortest possible time, successful NGO programmes which target at risk groups of contracting and spreading the disease; (b) expanding awareness raising and advocacy for the general population, policy makers and selected groups vulnerable to HIV infections; and (c) strengthening GoB capacity to respond effectively to HIV and AIDS in a  number of priority areas, including blood safety, project management, surveillance, monitoring and evaluation, and operational research.  Initially, the project had four components i.e. Vulnerable Group Interventions; Advocacy and Communication; Blood Safety; and Project Support and Institutional Strengthening. 
After the first three years of project life, implementation of the project had not made any significant progress.  During the Mid-Term Review in June 2003, it was recommended to seek the support of UN agencies to expedite the implementation of the project. It was with this in view that the Government of Bangladesh and the World Bank sought UNICEF support to fast track implementation of the project.  An agreement to this effect was signed between the UNICEF Representative and the Director General of Health Services in the end of October 2003. The agreement has since then been extended twice, first in August 2005 and then in September 2006. 

This assignment will focus on strengthening technical capacity of the implementing agencies and  it will complement the work carried out by the national professional staff already appointed.
