Frequently asked questions……

Qs. What is UNICEF?

UNICEF is the United Nations agency dedicated   exclusively to meet the urgent and basic needs of children and to protect and promote their rights.  It was created by the United Nations  General  Assembly in 1946 to bring relief to children in Europe following the Second World War.  The Office has had a presence in the Caribbean since 1950s.

How does UNICEF work?

UNICEF does not have programmes. Rather it provides technical and financial support towards programmes in countries aimed at improving the live of children.It works primarily with governments but also with NGOs, civil society school, the private sectors among other partners.

When did the partnership with    UNICEF and Price Smart begin?

The Partnership began in 2006 when UNICEF and Price Smart launched the Children First Campaign

Q. What exactly is the Children First   campaign ?

This is a campaign by Price Smart to raise funds on behalf of children. The campaign is run in all countries where there are Price Smart locations. So in the Caribbean it being done in Jamaica, Trinidad and in Barbados.

How do Price Smart members contribute to the campaign?

Upon check out Price Smart members are asked by cashiers if they would like to contribute to the campaign. If they would like to do so, they are invited to purchase tickets which represent the money that they will contribute to the campaign.

Qs. How much money was raised last year?

Last year Price Smart globally raised approximately 187,000. The Location in Barbados was able to raised $Bds 10,000

Q: How were the funds used?

Given the challenges faced by adolescents particularly in the areas of violence and HIV, funds were used to support programmes in schools, organized by Guidance Counselors, which exposed adolescents to information and also taught concepts such as creative thinking, responsible decision-making, anger management and conflict resolution. 

Students at the Grantley Adams Secondary School and Lodge School as well as the Garrison Secondary School Octagon Debating Society benefited from these funds.

Qs. How will funds raised for this year’s campaign be used?

Funds raised for this year campaign will again go towards supports violence prevention programmes in schools and programmes aimed at providing adolescents with lifeskills to make informed choices about their sexual and reproductive health
