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Abstract
Learning-disabled children belong to a sub-group of disadvantage children.
American government has taken the improvement of disadvantage students
situation as an entry point for its ongoing educational reform. Through
quasi-experiment, scale and interview, children with learning disabilities were
found to lag behind the children without learning disabilities in the aspects of
social interaction, self-concept and socia behavior. It was also found that there
was a casua relationship between learning-disabled childreris social
development ard their family resources including parents’ expectation, parental
style, attitude toward education, family relationship and family psychological
environment etc. Rational distribution of family resources is beneficial to the
improvement of learning-disabled children's social development.
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
