Research question 1 : What is the amount of coverage and type of coverage of children in

the media?

*$* The amount of coverage of children’s issues depends on the policies of different

media organizations.

** 1t is noted that sometimes a popular newspaper has higher coverage of children’s

issues, compared to a quality newspaper.

** Coverage of children’s issues tends to be passive rather than active in nature.




Discussion of findings

Research question 1 : What is the amount of coverage and type of coverage of children in

the media?

*$* Editorials in the newspapers rarely cover the issues of children, indicating that

newspapers tend to pay more attention to other issues.

’:’Newspapers pay more attention to children’s issues, compared to television, judging

from the coverage of children’s issues that is found mainly in the front-pages, while the

highest coverage of children in the television is found in sports news.

** The media coverage of children is found to be more creative than negative in nature,

contrary to the popular perception that the media focus on negative news.
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Discussion of findings

Research question 2 : How do the media portray children?

*$* Children are depicted mainly in neutral and positive lights, indicating that the media

have become more aware of child rights and the civil society has become stronger in

scrutinizing the media’s conduct.

’:’Negative depiction of children in the newspapers is found highest on the front-pages,

which are the most read section of the newspapers. By nature, people tend to

remember negative stories more than positive stories.

*3* It was noted that the popular newspapers have higher tendency to_depict children

negatively than the quality newspapers._While_the commercial television channels

depict children less positively than the state-owned channels.
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Discussion of findings

Research question 3 : Does the coverage of children in the front-page

section differ to other sections?

‘:‘Coverage of children in the front-page section and other sections is similar in

that children are depicted mainly in neutral and positive lights.

X Exception is found in_the crime section, in which children are depicted

mostly negatively. The reason could be because of the negative nature of the

stories.




Discussion of findings

Research question 4 : How do the media violate child rights?

*3* |t was found that in both the newspapers and television, identity disclosure is a more

commonly found form of violations than emotional violations.

*3* It was found that the type of newspapers had no correlation with child rights violations.
However, the popular newspapers have a wider audience, therefore can create more

impact. Ownership of television channels also had no correlation with rights violations,

even though the state-owned television should set a good example for others.

X Despite having slightly less proportion of rights violations than the newspapers (33.61 /

36.41). the television can create greater impact, due to its wider reach of audience.
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Discussion of findings

Research question 4 : How do the media violate child rights?

Factors that may lead to violations of child rights:

*$* The focus on sensational news for commercial pursuit;

**The basic “5 W's and 1 H” style of news reporting;

**The tendency to portray children as victims;

** The social norms which regard children as inferior beings;

*3* Different media organizations have different policies and guidelines; and

’:’The_lack of awareness and understanding of child rights and ethical standards in the

reporting of children’s issues.
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Discussion of findings

Research question 5 : Are there any differences in the type of coverage of

children?

*$* Contents relating to children in both the newspapers and television are found

to be mainly in the form of news stories. Therefore, both the newspapers and
television should pay more attention to news reporting as it was found that

the highest number of violations occurred in the news.
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Recommendations

Y

edia executives should establish clear guidelines of conduct in reporting children’s

ISsues;

\/State—owned television channels should set a good example in promoting the respect for
child rights;

‘/I\/Iedia executives should place a great importance on providing appropriate training for

media practitioners on child rights and ethical reporting children’s issues;

\/There should be regular meetings or seminars amongst media organizations to discuss

ethical reporting of children’s issues
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Recommendations

\/Media organizations, civil society and the government should cooperate with each other

in establishing ethical standards relating to child rights.

‘/ Children should be given opportunities to participate in the production of media.

\/ Training on child psychology should be provided to media professionals

media studies.

‘/There should be a regular monitoring of the media’s conduct and more research to

evaluate the quality of their practices.
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
