CAIRO'S YOUTH RECOMMENDATIONS
presented to the J8 July 14, 2006
Accessibility:

1- Ensuring free education for all.

2- Providing for adequate environment and appropriate atmosphere in politically unstable countries (Iraq, Afghanistan, Palestine).  Current statistics estimate that enrollment in the primary school stage has declined in these countries by 80%.

3- Raising awareness of communities on the importance of education for children through effectuating the role of all means of mass media means, and non governmental organizations (NGOs).

4- Providing funding to establish girl-friendly schools of the primary school stage particularly in deprived villages and hamlets.

5- Developing/improving schools of the preparatory and secondary stages to be girl-friendly.

Education Quality:

1- Developing curricula at all educational levels (primary, secondary, etc.) to be more reflective/linked with the labor market and economic practices.

2- Effectuating cooperation between ministries of education worldwide to exchange modern educational experiences and systems, including providing training courses for teachers and administrators, as well as establishing research centres and international universities.

3- Providing educational programmes from early childhood stages through primary school, to instill the values of tolerance, promote a culture of peace and acceptance of others, and work values, in order to help children to obtain some life skills.
4- Providing facilities/ capacities, current technology and tools for schools in all schools in developing countries. 
School Drop-out:

1- We request the G8 leaders to combat the school drop-out phenomenon resulting from smoking and addiction through supporting long-term programmes concerned with eliminating this phenomenon.

2- We request the G8 leaders to support programmes that call for the good treatment of students and the eradication of violence and bad treatment in schools by applying local control systems with regular monitoring of schools.
Equality:

1- Providing support to establish schools for children with special needs, with training for such children on certain technical/vocational skills handicrafts that are adequate for them.
2- Integrating children with special conditions in schools and dealing with them in an appropriate manner.

3- Providing specific educational programmes for street children and institutionalized children (orphans, etc.).
4- Exempting poor, orphan and handicapped students from school tuition.
