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cooperation with UNICEF as it concerns the Saudi
citizens and the family. He blessed the meeting and
the serious steps to implement this useful project.
Both parties recommended the implementation to be
speeded up.

Ms. Kunugi thanked Dr. Al-Zahrani for his efforts and
follow up in preparation of this meeting. She also
thanked the concerned government participants who
were present in the meeting and wished all success to
the Saudi Red Crescent on their interventions. She
promised for further cooperation and technical support
and affirmed that there should be:

- follow-up to the procedures in preparing the
child safety project:

- confirmation of full partners’ participations;
&

- continuous technical support provided by
UNICEF.

June presented on slide show/power point presentation
some good examples of similar projects supported by
UNICEF in Asia, and the surveys prepared to define
the type of injuries, the accidents, and the age group of
people who are most affected, usually the children and
youth. Dr. Al-Zaharani commented that the
presentation was so useful that it could be used in
developing a model for Saudi Arabia which will help
in producing a CHILD HEALTH SAFETY
MANUAL for children and youth. This manual should
be developed with messages/instructions and proper
guidance for skills on child safety to be prepared for
families, schools and students.

June introduced Dr. Kharousi, who gave some models,
and examples of surveys carried out with the analysis,
and the methodologies that should be followed for
developing proper messages to prevent injuries

On 29 Rajab 1426 H, equivalent to 3™ September
2005, EMS at Saudi Red Crescent Society met with
UNICEF Gulf Area Office. The meeting was attended
by the Saudi National Committee for Child Welfare
(Ministry of Education), representatives from the
Ministry of Health, the Civil Defense and the private
sector. The meeting was chaired by Dr. Abdulkarim
Al-Zahrani, the Director of the Emergency Medical
Services (EMS) services at the Saudi Red Crescent,
and Ms. June Kunugi, the Representative of UNICEF
Gulf Area Office accompanied by Mr. Esmaeil
Ibrahim, Programme Officer, and Dr. Wahid Al-
Kharousi, an Omani International Senior Consultant
on Injuries and Road Accidents who was invited by
UNICEF to facilitate the project implementation, and
provide the required technical support.

The meeting is considered an extension to other
several successful meetings conducted between the
two organizations to support children in Saudi Arabia,
in the Gulf area, and in the Arab world.

Dr. Al-Zaharani started the meeting by thanking the
participants, especially UNICEF, for the technical
support to the Saudi Child through this project. His
speech was an extension to what Dr. Saleh Al-
Tuwaijri, the Acting President had mentioned; the
readiness of Saudi Red Crescent to be a strategic
partner in any protocol that may benefit the Saudi
family/community. He valued and encouraged the
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defining his terms of reference. His main tasks
would be to follow up on the project
implementation and prepare a plan of action
after coordination between the two
organizations,  consultation  with  the
committee members, and with guidance from
Dr. Waheed Al Kharousi from UNICEF on
the procedures for implementation.

The Saudi Red Crescent to prepare for a
workshop, with UNICEF support, in June
2006 to train the committee members and the
teams on the process of the project, surveys,
forms for surveys, and methodologies. The
coordinator will manage this activity and
UNICEF will give technical support on
facilitation.

The national coordinator will follow up on the
surveys, collections of results, and the
analysis with UNICEF technical support.
