· Provide features/information about pre-defined topics of UNICEF interventions in Georgia. The detailed plan will be provided by UNICEF.
· The text of the newsletter should be up to 28 pages. 

· The writer will be responsible for the costs incurred during the preparation of a feature in Tbilisi. Transportation and other logistics to collect the information outside Tbilisi will be undertaken by UNICEF. 
Candidates interested in writing/editing for UNICEF should:

· be native-language English writer; 

· be based in Georgia in order to be familiar with local culture as well as with the political and economic situation of the country, the situation of children in Georgia and be able to attach country flavour to the story and make an inquiry or collect information and details while required; 

· have experience in writing feature articles.

· Availability and capability to perform the assignment.
·  time required for feature writing and for newsletter writing;

·  price rates for each feature story and for the newsletter;
· Submit at least three published features.
