TERMS OF REFERENCE

Assessment of Child Rights Courses/programmes in Georgia 
February, 2008
Tbilisi, Georgia 
Background
There are no mechanisms or modules within Georgian Higher Educational Institutions  that train future professionals, public servants and social scientists on children’s rights. In order to place children at the centre of development agenda, it is vitally important to have local experts, able to develop child-friendly policies and budgets and to further advocate for their implementation. 

UNICEF Georgia is planning to support higher educational institutions in Georgia to launch child rights programmes in the domain of social sciences at the university level. This will also help to build the capacity of the concerned academia on child rights issues as well as to create access for them to the existing resources on child rights. 
The consultancy envisages three stages:

1. Assessment of child rights courses/programmes in selected institutes/universities;
2. Convening a series of consultations/ workshops with academia;
3. Launching child rights courses at various levels in the country for learning, training and research.

At this stage UNICEF Georgia is announcing an open competition to select an individual consultant for a two-week mission to conduct an assessment of child rights courses, programmes in Georgia. 
Purpose of consultancy:

· Carry out an assessment of child rights courses/programmes in selected institutes/universities in Georgia with the aim of initiating a course on child rights.
· Convening a series of consultations with academia.
Specific activities / tasks 
Task 1 - Assessment of child rights courses/programme in selected institutes/universities in Georgia - (6 days).
· Review background materials and existing structures in the domain of social sciences at the university level; 
· Carry out meetings with the relevant academia representatives and university professors in social sciences, law departments of the higher educational institutions;

Task 2 – Convening a series of consultations with academia - (6 days).
· Facilitate a round-table meeting with university professors and academia to discuss the plans and to develop a concrete roadmap of launching child rights programmes in selected universities. 
· Conduct a capacity gap analysis of concerned academia on child rights issues. 
· Prepare and submit the relevant consultancy report specifying concrete recommendations and a roadmap to UNICEF Georgia on how to incorporate child rights’ course in existing university structures.  
Qualifications/experience required

1. Extended knowledge and experience of child rights teaching programmes;
2. Extended knowledge in designing higher education courses(BA; MA). 
3. Experiences in teaching and curriculum development;

4. Knowledge of the Convention on the Rights of the Child and its related documents;

5. Knowledge of the regional and country context will be an asset. 
Expected outputs/deliverables:
1. A final mission report containing the following information: Assessment of child rights courses/programmes in selected institutes/universities in Georgia; A concrete roadmap of launching child rights programmes in selected universities. The paper should include the following: introduction, background, major outcomes of the assessment, concrete recommendations and a suggested workplan;

2. De-briefing at UNICEF about the results of the consultancy and discussion of the draft recommendations; 

3. Facilitation of the round-table meeting with participation of university professors and academia.

Performance indicators

Consultant’s performance will be evaluated against the following criteria: timeliness, responsibility, initiative, communication, and quality of the products delivered.

Unsatisfactory performance

In case of unsatisfactory performance the contract will be terminated by notification letter sent 5 days prior to the termination date. In the meantime, UNICEF will initiate another selection in order to identify appropriate candidate.

Supervision arrangements

The selected international consultant will work under the direct supervision of the Communication Officer, who will complete the evaluation report concerning the consultants work. The overall supervision lies with Deputy Representative. 
Communicate with Maya Kurtsikidze, Communication Officer on any support needed from UNICEF (translation, documents, logistics etc.) and keep UNICEF informed of general developments and any obstacles encountered.

Fee for consultancy

UNICEF will cover the fees and travel expenses of the consultant according to UNICEF regulations.
The consultancy fee will be based on the experience of the consultant according to the UN rates. UNICEF pays by results. The fee will be paid by UNICEF at the end of the consultancy period upon satisfactory completion of the work arrangements specified in TOR. No advance payment can be made under UNICEF contractual regulations. 
DSA as per UN rates for Georgia will be provided to the consultant during his stay in Georgia; 80 per cent of the DSA and terminal expenses will be given in advance, while 20% will be provided after submission of the trip report, actual ticket and boarding passes. 
Logistical support

UNICEF will provide all the logistical support to the consultant during his/her stay in Georgia. 

Health Statement & Certificate

The Health Statement and certificate of Good Health must be received prior to signing the contract.

UNICEF invites proposals from suitable candidates with substantial experience in the sphere. The proposal should include the following:
