· be based in Georgia in order to be familiar with local culture as well as with the political and economic situation of the country, the situation of children in Georgia and be able to attach country flavour to the story and make an inquiry or collect information and details while required; 

· have solid experience in writing feature articles. 

UNICEF pays by bank transfer in GEL upon receipt of the final and acceptable product.  

In view of this we would request interested candidates to provide us with the most recent CV and a motivation letter outlining the following:

· Availability and capability to perform the assignment.

·  time required for feature writing and for editing;

·  price rates for each feature story/for editing;
