Database and mapping specialist – inclusion and participation of young people

TERMS OF REFERENCE

Background

Reform of the Juvenile Justice System in Georgia
 is one of the key priorities of UNICEF and the Government of Georgia’s Programme of Cooperation. The aim is to establish a juvenile justice system that is focused on rehabilitation and reintegration into society; ensuring that children are not criminalized unnecessarily, with programmes of prevention and diversion, and personnel dealing with juveniles adequately trained. All of these are central to the Convention on the Rights of the Child and the child’s best interest.

Equally important is the reform of the child care system. The Government’s Child Action Plan which covers 2008-2011 emphasizes moving children out from institutional care into family based alternatives, preventing violence, and addressing poverty. One area of work that will be addressed in the context of the Child Action Plan is preparing young people who are phasing out of institutional care for life in the community. 

According to the agreement with the Government of Georgia, UNICEF with financial support from the EU will assist the government to address policy issues with regard to juveniles in probation and detention by implementing a two years project with the objectives:

· To contribute to the implementation of a comprehensive juvenile justice system in Georgia and especially the improvement of the penitentiary system and probation system for convicted child offenders.

· To realize a reintegration-focused penitentiary system and probation system that are geared to one another through individual reintegration planning and reintegration programmes so child offenders who are ‘conditionally released from detention’ or ‘conditionally sentenced after detention’ move smoothly from the penitentiary system to the probation system.
According to the agreement with the Government of Georgia, UNICEF will also assist with reintegrating and providing support to young people who are coming out of institutional care to realize their full integration into society, and to prepare them for independent living. Prevention of young people from being placed in institutions or alternative care is also a priority.

UNICEF recognizes that there is a strong overlap between the services and support needed for children on probation and/or conditional release, and children who are phasing out of institutional care. Moreover, the types of services and outreach that aim to prevent children from coming into conflict with the law often overlap with the services and outreach that prevent young people from being separated from their family, engaging in hazardous forms of child labor, or living or working on the street. UNICEF is committed to identifying these common services, and reaching as many children as possible across the spectrum of prevention and response.

Purpose of consultancy:

· To facilitate the implementation of UNICEF’s cross-sector youth participation and inclusion agenda through provision of IT and database management support for UNICEF and service providers
· To provide necessary technical support and assistance to relevant UNICEF programs, particularly Juvenile Justice Reform and Child Welfare Reform, and particularly around map generation for relevant services and human resource deployment across the country
Specific activities / tasks 

1. In coordination with UNICEF child protection and Juvenile Justice staff,  Develop two electronic databases, including information and data from all municipal districts in Tbilisi and Rustavi, for young people on probation and those who are conditionally released from detention. One Database shall contain information and data on Community Service placements and the second shall provide information on various recreational, educational, sports and other services available for youth in Tbilisi and Rustavi. 

2. In collaboration with the UNICEF child protection and Juvenile Justice Staff, ensure that the databases interfaces are user-friendly and accessible for those with minimal IT knowledge. 

3. In collaboration with the Youth Inclusion and Participation consultant, input the first quantitative and qualitative data into the databases, including undertaking analysis of raw data.

4. Provide training and mentoring for representatives of local municipalities of Tbilisi and Rustavi on the use, maintenance and elaboration of the databases.

5. Provide training and mentoring for staff from the Probation Agency and Ministry of Corrections and Legal Assistance on the use and design of the databases
6. Facilitate the design of easy-to-read maps that illustrate a range of child welfare and juvenile justice services and human resource deployment 

Qualifications/experience required

1. At least 3-5 years experience of developing databases and information systems. 

2. Experience of training non-specialists in the use and maintenance of databases, IT applications etc.  

3. Experience of performing data analysis and processing, preferably within the social sciences. 

4. Ideally, the candidate should bring knowledge of youth activities in Georgia, including NGO and Government providers of services.

5. The candidate should possess exceptional communication and networking skills.

6. A minimum of a University degree in Social sciences or relevant field is required. A master’s degree is preferred.

7. Experience of designing  computer software is an asset

Expected outputs/deliverables:

1. Two electronic databases including information and data from all municipal districts in Tbilisi and Rustavi, for young people on probation and those who are conditionally released from detention. One Database shall contain information and data on Community Service placements and the second database should include information on various recreational, educational, sports and other services available for youth in Tbilisi and Rustavi. 

2. Complete input of raw data collected by the Youth Inclusion and Participation consultant for both databases. 

3. Analytical report of first datasets.

4. Training programme for representatives of local municipalities of Tbilisi and Rustavi and staff from the Probation Agency and Ministry of Corrections and Legal Assistance designed and implemented

5. A set of printed maps that illustrate a range of services and human resource capacity across the country (for example, institutional care facilities, group homes, day care centers, foster care placements, social work teams, probation offices, etc.)
As the consultancy unfolds, regular review of the work will determine how the deliverables are shaped and / or merged.

Performance indicators

Consultant’s performance will be evaluated against the following criteria: timeliness, responsibility, initiative, communication, and quality of the products delivered – a drive for results, and a willingness to work within a team environment will be essential, and will contribute to performance evaluation.

Unsatisfactory performance

In case of unsatisfactory performance the contract will be terminated by notification letter sent 5 days prior to the termination date. In the meantime, UNICEF will initiate another selection in order to identify appropriate candidate.

Supervision arrangements

Day to day supervision will be provided by the Juvenile Justice Project Coordinator. Overall supervision will be provided by the Chief of Child Protection, Aaron Greenberg. 

Supervisors will define parameters of assignments and outlines approach to problem areas. Work may be reviewed in progress to ensure soundness and accuracy.
