In observance of Child Protection Week, an art exhibition was hosted at the National Library. On display were pieces of art and craft items that were produced by children from the ten Administrative Regions of Guyana depicting and showcasing issues connected with child protection, including child abuse prevention, treatment, research, education, service provision and support for children.
