Goal:

The goal of this project is to provide community- based rehabilitation services to children (from birth-18 years) with disabilities in selected communities in six governorates in Jordan. The aim is to facilitate the integration of these children in their communities, thus improving their quality of life, and securing their right to development, protection and participation.

Geographic coverage:

The following are the communities identified in each governorate for community based rehabilitation interventions:
In Irbid Governorate: Wastieh and Turkman

In Zarqa Governorate: Ghwayrieh and Janna’a

In Madaba Governorate: Madaba unofficial refugee camp

In Tafileh Governorate: Hasa

In Maan Governorate: Jafer

In Aqaba Governorate: Al-Shallaleh

Issue:

According to global statistics, 7-10% of any given population is estimated to have disabilities, and a large percentage has no access to institutional rehabilitation services. The concept of community–based rehabilitation was introduced by the World Health Organization as an effective strategy to increase the coverage of rehabilitation services for people with disabilities.
In Jordan, the National   Community- Based Rehabilitation Committee works closely with the Ministry of Social Development to provide much needed services to people with disabilities at the community level. This scheme, however, does not cover all children with disabilities in the country. Although there is some awareness at the national level and appreciation of community-based rehabilitation approaches, there is limited awareness in remote local communities which need technical support, capacity building and infrastructure to meet the rights of children with disabilities. 
There is little awareness of the right of every child who is disabled to enjoy a full and decent life and to be an active participant in her/his community.
UNICEF in Jordan has increasingly focused on working through a comprehensive community development approach in selected areas.  UNICEF is currently working in selected communities in Irbid in the Northern region, Zarqa and Madaba in the Middle region, and Ma’an and Aqaba in the Southern region.  These communities have identified and given priority to the need to meet the rights of children with disabilities.  Work in this area can be done based on the experience and lessons learned in implementing the community-based rehabilitation project in Marfraq in Northern Jordan.
Action:
The Community- Based Rehabilitation Project will be implemented in the above mentioned communities in six governorates, focusing on providing home- based rehabilitation services with family and community participation. This approach will involve all concerned government and community structures at the community level to ensure equal opportunities for all children with disabilities. 

In each community:

· The project will conduct assessment studies to identify cases and to better understand the social and psychological situation of children with disabilities and their families. 

· The project will increase the accessibility of persons with disabilities to existing services. They will be training with vocational skills to increase their accessibility to existing institutional rehabilitation services.
· The project will increase awareness about the importance of the education of the disabled and facilitate their access to local schools, promote their integration in nursery schools, and encourage formal and informal education activities for children with disabilities.

· The project will build the capacity of community- based organizations, government institutions, and community volunteers in community- based rehabilitation concepts, causes of disabilities, prevention, and rehabilitation. 

· The project will develop information, education and communication materials to promote awareness about existing laws and rights related to people with disabilities.

Impact:

A community-based rehabilitation project for children with disabilities will be established and managed by a community.

Children with disabilities in all selected communities will be identified and 90% of them provided with rehabilitation services as required to facilitate their integration and participation in their communities.
