EMERGENCY VACCINATION CAMPAIGN

Over 58,000 children under seven vaccinated against
measles and other major preventable disease — with the
campaign ongoing. UNICEF has supported with
financial, technical and supply assistance.




SUPPORT TO MEDICAL FACILITIES

120 emergency health kits for the benefit of 120,000
people for 3 months and 15 midwifery kits to perform 750
deliveries have been delivered to partner by UNICEF.




SEVERE ACUTE MALNUTRITION
