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HEALTH AND IMMUNISATION

Emergency Health Kits
RM 18,840

The kit provides three months of health care for
up to 1,000 people in emergency situations. The
kit contains medicine, medical supplies, and
basic medical equipment to bring relief to people
struggling to survive a disaster.

It has been designed for general medicine provision under primitive conditions such as those found
during emergency situations, including refugee camps and large centers for displaced people.

Measles Vaccine

Each year, measles kills around 800,000 children worldwide, and
those who are lucky enough to survive may be left with life-
long disabilities.

During
emergencies, measles immunisation and vitamin A distribution are
often combined.

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Insecticide Treated Mosquito Net

A simple mosquito net can decrease malaria infection
rates by 50 percent.
