Malaysians were particularly moved by the
tragedies of the Myanmar cyclone and China earthquake, and collectively raised
RM729,996 to help these children rebuild their lives.

Thanks to all the charitable individuals, as well as socially responsible corporations
and organisations, thousands more children in Malaysia have been able to benefit
from better education, healthcare, protection and advancement of their rights.

Children and young people led the way in raising funds for the children of Myanmar. In June, 13 year-old Tristan Lim
Yang-Jun, of The Alice Smith School, swam 3.2km and ran 8km to raise a whopping RM25,000 from his schoolmates,

teachers, family friends and his community. In the same month, the enterprising students of Garden International

School also passed the hat around and used their school’s annual signature event, Mufti Day, as well as Readathon
2008 to raise almost RM30,000 for the Myanmar appeal. These children proved that age is no barrier when it comes
to inspiring others to make a difference.
