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The Child to Child Radio Programme in Cabo Delgado
UNICEF has been working in partnership with the Radio Mozambique (RM) Child-to-Child Radio (CTCR) Programme since February 2000. The programme aims at involving children in programme design and production, and it addresses different issues namely child rights, HIV/AIDS awareness and health in general, child sexual abuse, environmental protection and entertainment.  The programme is broadcast in about 24 national languages and Portuguese and is currently operating in all RM Provincial delegations throughout the country.
The Cabo Delgado Child-to-Child Radio Programme
Until 2003, the Child-to-Child Radio Programme was being confronted with organizational difficulties. There was no qualified programme coordinator, and the programme did not attract enough children to participate in design and production. 
The programme was restructured in January 2004 counting now on a team of 20 children and one Coordinator, who is a staff member and is currently being trained by the RM Pemba Delegate. 
The programme is broadcast on Saturdays (55 minutes) and Sundays (45 minutes), in Mácua and Portuguese languages. Specific programme topics addressed include child rights, HIV/AIDS awareness, health, child sexual abuse, environmental protection and entertainment (music, poetry, drama and contests).

The HIV/AIDS Awareness Programme
The HIV/AIDS awareness programme is a Media Support and UNICEF funded programme, broadcast on Sundays for a period of 30 minutes. Apart from a few live productions, the main programme venue is the Pemba RM studio, where a Medical Doctor, teacher or youth is invited to answer questions raised by young listeners. 

Experience so far shows that relatively few children call to participate in discussions about HIV/AIDS when compared with other topics. According to RM representatives, most children think that HIV/AIDS is a topic for adults. To encourage children’s participation in the discussions, the programme already includes a contest with prizes.       
Plans for 2005

· Strengthening HIV/AIDS awareness activities;
· Capacity building for the team of producers;
· Carry out live productions, twice a month, in the districts;
· Promote more educational debates and contests in schools;

· Establish a mini-library for children;
· Set up a drama and music group;
· Carryout 10 to 15 minutes daily programmes in Portuguese and in others 5 languages, to increase programme coverage;
· Encourage children to listen and participate in the Programme, through programme promotion in primary schools, communities and nursery schools;
· Set up agreements with Institute for Social Communication (ICS) to rebroadcast the programme in the community radios.
