Centre for the Rehabilitation of Children (CRIC)
The NGO Douleurs Sans Frontier (DSF) set up in 2001 the Centre for the Rehabilitation of Children (CRIC) in the southern province of Gaza. Many of the communities in the province were affected by the floods in 2000, Mozambique’s worst floods in 50 years. Gaza is also one of the most affected provinces by the HIV/AIDS epidemic.

CRIC provides psychosocial support to orphans and vulnerable children in five different locations. The project is not restricted to children affected by HIV/AIDS in order to prevent stigmatisation. 

With UNICEF’s support, CRIC established two day care centres at hospitals in Xai-Xai and Chókwè. 

CRIC offers children and the youth therapy through play, music, drama and other group dynamics depending on the age of the children.
Children aged 3-6 are encouraged to express themselves through play, whereas children aged 7-12 years are assisted to form a study group in a resource centre under the supervision of trained staff.  The third group consists of adolescents who are offered the opportunity to engage in sports, drama and music.  The adolescents also receive information on HIV/AIDS. About 50 children come to CRIC each day.  

CRIC also has an outreach programme. Some 145 trained volunteers and 7 animators visit the communities each day to raise awareness on health, education and civil registry services. Some 140 adolescents are receiving training in dress-making and carpentry as well as participating in recreational and HIV/AIDS prevention activities.
