The Child-to-Child Radio 

UNICEF has been supporting the national broadcaster Radio Moçambique (RM) since February 2000 in the development and implementation of a Child-to-Child Radio. It now consists of 24 different programmes which are broadcast by the national and all provincial studios of Radio Moçambique in a total of 16 national languages and Portuguese. To ensure nationwide outreach, the programmes from time to time are also broadcast live from districts and remote communities. The programme involves 75 children and young people as regular contributors. 

Before going on air, the young journalists discuss which topic they will focus on. The programme includes themes such as child abuse and violence, HIV/AIDS and health awareness, school problems and girls’ access to education, and environmental protection, but also many fun elements, music and games. During the programme, listeners are invited to call and participate in the discussions. In addition, experts and local politicians regularly take part in the programmes. The children are also involved in the realisation of festivals and other cultural activities. 
The programmes are entirely presented by children and young people. The Child-to-Child-Radio thus has led to a fundamental shift from a radio made for children to a programme made by children. Feedback from the provinces shows that the programme reaches a huge number of children especially in rural areas, where not many other media are available. 
UNICEF Support

UNICEF is providing technical assistance for the training of the young journalists. Furthermore, UNICEF provides the studios with technical equipment and facilitates the exchange of experiences between different programmes. Mozambique’s Child-to-Child-Radio has a close relationship to similar programmes in Angola and Brazil. 
In 2004, with UNICEF support this experience was expanded to the television. In November 2004, the Roda Viva TV show was launched. During 2005 the programme will be also start working with community radios.
