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Barbara Kolucki (ECD Consultant, UNICEF): The most important period in a person’s life is
early childhood, when his body is developing both physically and mentally. That is why early
childhood development is so important. So what should a child’s family — parents and siblings -
do to help develop a child’s growth? You don’t need to be wealthy. By doing simple things such as
talking to a child, telling stories, and playing together, parents and loved ones can help stimulate
a child’s mental and physical growth.
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Pseudonym (Writer): Children want to be loved. Psychologists and researchers clearly said
that loving children will make them develop better. Parents should give time to children and
spend time with them — not like watching TV together, but playing and talking with them.
People say children are our future, but we forget that they are also our today, too. Let’'s work
(for them) today!
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Au-pe-kyae (Cartoonist): Every child loves cartoons, and cartoons significantly influence
children. So, any message can be given to children through cartoons. But it will be effective only
when the cartoonist knows how to present it to a child. There are not many script writers (in this
country) who do this. Children love colors, but it is difficult to produce colorful illustrations due to
production costs. How can a message be given to children most effectively? Cetana (good
intention and love) is necessary, and to realize that cetana effectively, we need skills and
technology.
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U Hla Chit (FFL Trainer, UNICEF): Some Myanmar people have a habit of beating young
children, and so parents need to be encouraged to use other methods if they want to correct
children’s bad behavior. Parents should help a child learn by himself. In addition, a father’s role in
a child’s development and family life is important.
