10.1 Meeting between UNICEF and Country A Government Officials 
Purpose:
This activity is intended to provide you with a practical opportunity to learn how International Humanitarian Law and the Guiding Principles on Internal Displacement grant special protections to women and children affected by conflict, and to practice verbalizing those protections.

Instructions:
Your task is to prepare for a 10-15 minutes that will take place between UNICEF and Country A Government Officials on the situation of women and children.

Task 1: 20 mins

1) Sub-divide your group into two. Half the group will represent UNICEF and the other half of the group will represent Country A Government Officials.

2) Before you actually split into your two groups, each participant should read the Fact Sheet.  Then as a group, choose what you see as the most pertinent issue (just one) affecting women and children in the Territory of Shoca, and the most pertinent issue (just one) affecting women and children in the Province of Palamo.  The objective of the meeting will be to discuss these two issues from your own perspective.  Now divide into your two groups.

Task 2: 20 mins

3) Each group should select two spokespersons who will participate in the meeting, and one observer who will comment on the outcome of the meeting when it is over.

4) With the two pertinent issues in mind, prepare for your meeting based on the scenario in the Fact Sheet. You should refer to the text of the Geneva Conventions, the Additional Protocols and the Guiding Principles on Internal Displacement for your preparations.
5) Participants can use a flipchart to make notes as needed.  

PLEASE—DO NOT OVERPLAY YOUR ROLES. STRATEGIZE, THINK OF THE STAKES THAT ARE INVOLVED. Taking into account time limitations, it is not necessary to spend time on ‘niceties’ in the role play. All of you are aware of why you are meeting. Once the role play begins, take maximum opportunity to present and press your case.
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
