Activities

Activity 1: the application of ihl and the guiding principles on internal displacement
	Time: 1 hour 40 minutes
	Materials

Flipchart and markers for each group.

Purpose

This activity is intended to provide participants with a practical

opportunity to verbalize how International Humanitarian Law and the

Guiding Principles on Internal Displacement grant special

protections to women and children.

Instructions
Divide participants into two groups (these two groups will later sub-divide to create a total of four groups)
Refer Group 1 to 10.1 (Meeting between UNICEF and Country Government Officials) and 10.3 (The Facts) in their participant manuals.
Refer Group 2  to 10.2 (Meeting between UNICEF and Territory of Shoca Rebel Leaders) and  10.3 (The Facts) in their participant manuals.

Inform participants that they have a total of 40 minutes to prepare for a meeting (the first meeting is between UNICEF and Country A Government Officials, the second meeting is between UNICEF and the rebel leaders)
Participants should take 5-10 minutes to read the materials before deciding as a group upon the 1 or 2 pertinent issues that affect women and children in this scenario.  This issue will form the focus of the meeting discussion.
The groups then sub-divide as per their instruction sheet.  Each groups selects two spokespersons and one observer.  They spend the remaining 20 minutes identifying the violations that occurred, and preparing for their meeting.  Participants can note violations on a flipchart if they wish.
Advise participants to refer to the text of the Geneva Conventions, their Additional Protocols, and the Guiding Principles on Internal Displacement in preparation for this exercise, and during the course of their meeting when appropriate. 
The first role play will feature UNICEF spokespersons from Group 1 meeting with Shoca rebel leaders from Group 2.  The second role play will feature UNICEF spokespersons from Group 2 meeting with Country A Officials from Group 1.
The first meeting may take a few minutes longer than the second as participants need to discuss the situation of children and women in the Territory of Shoca and in the IDP camps.
Following each role-play, discuss and review with participants for around 10 minutes, the key points that should have been raised - or confirming what participants did raise - regarding IHL and the Guiding Principles on Internal Displacement. 
In your debriefing of the role plays, allow the spokespersons to first debrief their experience of the meeting.  Was it effective, and if not, why not?   Then ask the observers to share their thoughts on how effective the meeting was in ensuring protection to women and children affected by the conflict.  What might they have done differently?  Finally, open up the discussion to the wider group.

One issue could be to discuss how participants identified their meeting agenda:

· What issues did the participants choose to focus on during the meeting?

· Why did the group choose that issue?

· What other issues could the group have chosen and for what reason?
Then focus on the issues themselves.

· How well did each side advocate on behalf of children and women?

· What were the points of agreement?  The points of contention?  Were concessions made?  

· What are the challenges of using legal arguments? 

· What did participants learn from this role-play?
Participants may have identified the following violations in relation to the scenario:

· Blocking delivery of humanitarian assistance

· Ill-treatment and torture

· Extra-judicial killings

· Disappearances

· Illegal detention

· Rape and sexual abuse

· Abduction

· Orphaned or separated children

· Arbitrary and forced displacement

· Right to education and recreation



	
	Here is one example of how participants might flesh out the protections for children and women.

Both the Geneva Conventions and the Additional Protocols provide protections to children who are arrested, detained or interned for reasons relating to conflict.  For example, whenever families are arrested, detained or interned, they shall be lodged together whenever possible (AP 1, art. 75; GCIV, art.82).  If children are arrested, detained or interned for reasons related to the armed conflict, even if they are detained as prisoners of war, they shall be accommodated in quarters separated from adults, except in cases of families lodged together as a family unit (API, art. 77).  The education of children and young people must be ensured; they shall be allowed to attend schools either within the place of internment or outside.  Special playgrounds shall be set aside for sports and outdoor games (GCIV, art. 94).  Children under fifteen shall be given additional food, in proportion to their physiological needs (GCIV, art. 89).  Other protections for detained children can be found in GCIV Art. 51 (para.2), 76 (para.5), 85 (para. 2), 119, and API Art. 71,  and APII Art. 4 (para. 3d).  

	
	Trainer Summary
5 minutes
Ask participants to identity themselves their key messages for this session on how IHL and the Guiding Principles provide special protections for children and women.
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
