4.8 NSE Questions 

The trainer should cut these statements into separate strips before the activity.

1. Does UNICEF have to adhere to a state’s wishes not to contact or work with an NSE in its territory? 

2. Is it okay for UNICEF to pay stipends or limited operating costs to maintain the ‘humanitarian wings’ of rebel movements?

3. Is diversion of relief provisions by NSEs, particularly food and medical supplies, acceptable as long as it allows UNICEF to gain access to vulnerable populations?

4. Is it okay for UNICEF to share radio equipment for relief purposes with NSEs or to loan UN vehicles or provide other supplies and assets to NSEs?

5. Does engaging with an NSE who flagrantly violates the rights of children run contrary to UNICEF’s rights-based approach to programming?

6. Do NSEs gain political legitimacy when UNICEF or other organizations engage with them for humanitarian purposes?  Is it worth this risk in order to gain access to vulnerable populations?

7. Should humanitarian principles always be non-negotiable to avoid  compromising our work and setting a precedent, especially with NSEs?
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
