Background:

UNICEF Vietnam is participating in a Global Study of Child Poverty and Disparities that will carry out evidence-based policy analyses in 40 countries. The purpose of the Study is to strengthen the profile of children at the national policy agenda.  In particular, the Study aims to influence the economic and social policies that affect resource allocations, and to make children a priority in national programmes addressing: 1) the poverty of families raising children, and 2) the health, education and protection needs of children living in poor, vulnerable households, unsafe circumstances, and/or disadvantaged communities.   
With the technical assistance from UNICEF, the study will be carried out by a country team, consisting of policy experts and statistical experts. The country team will work closely with experts and policy makers from all related line ministries coordinated by MOLISA.
