	What is in this toolkit?

This toolkit consists of two sections.  Section one outlines the process of bringing together regional stakeholders around a child protection issue.  The particular case study used in the toolkit is a repatriation situation.  It is based on a process that took place in Southern Africa around the repatriation of refugees into Angola in 2002 and 2003.  Section one presents the steps needed to set up an interagency initiative around child protection such as that set up around the Angolan repatriation.

Section two of the toolkit describes a typical protection workshop with a focus on repatriation.  

The toolkit draws on a particular regional initiative around repatriation but the lessons learned from bringing together stakeholders around the issue of repatriation have wider applicability to other contexts where child protection may be needed.  In particular it outlines a process in which relevant stakeholders in child protection, including UN agencies and NGOs come together and plan for child protection.  

The workshop activities are based on the workshop run in Lusaka in 2003 to prepare for the repatriation of Angolan refugees but the workshop process has applicability to other situations in which child protection would be necessary.  

It is hoped that this toolkit will serve as a useful tool for similar interagency child protection initiatives undertaken in other regions.

Who is this toolkit for?

The toolkit can be used by anyone who wants to bring together stakeholders (UN agencies, NGOs, governments) in a particular region around a situation where child protection is important.

How does this toolkit link to ARC?
Most programme staff will be familiar with the ‘Action for the Rights of Children’ (ARC) materials, which focuses on child protection issues and will be wondering how this toolkit fits in with the ARC training materials.  This toolkit does not replace the ARC materials.  It is designed to complement the ARC materials by applying them to a particular interagency process at a regional level.  The toolkit also provides a process through which a regional interagency initiative can be set up to facilitate the use of the ARC training materials.  For example, the process described in the first half of the toolkit could be used to facilitate the setting up of ARC training workshops in a region.
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
