Thuthuzela Care Centre (TCC)
Thuthuzela is a Xhosa word meaning comfort. The project represents a radical approach to rape care management that is producing excellent results for South Africa.  Six TCCs are currently operational in public hospitals in communities where the incidence of rape is particularly high.  Five more will open soon.  Eighty percent of referred cases are children under the age of 17. Thuthuzela Care Centres are linked to the Sexual Offences Courts.
The tour will include visiting the TCC at the Baragwanath Hospital that is world famous for its activities in treating trauma patients and in emergency medicine, and the Protea Sexual Offences Court.
