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	Abstract:


	The Africa Child Policy Forum in collaboration with Save the Children Sweden has carried out this study as a national input for the UN Study on Violence against Children and to highlight national efforts to protect children from violence. This national study aims to generate information on violence against children targeting Addis Ababa, and the regional states of Oromia, Amhara, Tigray and Southern Peoples. It focuses on physical, psychological and sexual violence against children at home, in schools and in the community. The report is divided into several chapters, exploring the type, prevalence, magnitude, perpetrators, causes and effects of violence against children; public and children’s perception on violence against children; the legal and policy framework and its implementation, and existing interventions and good practices to prevent and address the problem.

The report also assessed the different interventions by Government and Non-Governmental Organizations to address the problem of violence against children. These include programs and projects on awareness raising, data collection and research, initiating and supporting children’s organizations in schools, initiating and building capacity of child protection units within the police, caring and supporting victims and provision of legal assistance services.

Finally, the report recommends measures aimed at awareness creation, law reform and effective enforcement of existing laws, establishing mechanisms for effective reporting of violence, systematic data collection with children and provision of support to victims of violence and enhancing child participation. 
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
