Fossil fuels like paraffin which most people in Botswana use are very expensive and as a result poor people in Botswana cannot afford them. About 70% of the people of Botswana are dependent on fuel like paraffin.

These sources of energy are dangerous to the ecosystem of Botswana.

For the people who cannot buy these oils, they turn to biomass energy like wood which is also affecting the ecosystem.

In Botswana, 70% of land is desert and if people were to continue cutting down trees this would cause complete desertification and there will be no plants to take in the carbon dioxide and this would cause problems for the ozone layer.
I believe that the G8 should give developing nations like Botswana funds to explore some energy sources that are safer. Like some years ago Botswana discovered natural gas under the Kgalagadi desert but because they had no skilled manpower and money they couldn’t explore it. Also funds to build collectors that would collect renewable energy sources like solar energy, wind power and geothermal energy which is the energy beneath the land surface, which is about 4,000degrees centigrade, which could be used to generate electricity.

If they would help us in developing solar power it would mean that biomass dependence would go down, and this would help prevent desertification. They should also help us with skilled manpower.

We also need to manage our environment so that we can benefit from it in the long-term. This is called sustainable development.
