Round Tables

The President of the General Assembly has proposed the following themes for the round tables:

1) Promoting healthy lives and combating HIV/AIDS

2) Providing universal quality education as key to achieving the MDGs and as the first line of protection against abuse, exploitation and violence against children

Delegations have been invited to focus their discussion during the round tables, on one or more of the cross-cutting themes from “A World Fit for Children”: ensuring child participation, mobilizing resources, gender equality and sustainability. 

There will be no established list of speakers at the round tables. Interventions will be limited to 3 minutes.
Outcome document

Her Excellency Ms. Maria Luiza Ribeiro Viotti, Permanent Representative of Brazil is the facilitator for the consultations on the outcome document to be adopted by the commemorative high-level plenary meeting.

Selection of children and NGOs

The proposed list of 20 children and 20 NGOs who will participate in the two round tables has been approved as per General Assembly Decision 62/508 of 18 October 2007.

NGOs

As of 21 November,  160 individuals representing 65 NGOs have registered for the event. This does not include the 20 nominated NGO representatives who have confirmed their participation at the two roundtables.  

The online community blogsite for the 20 NGO representatives participating in the roundtables will go live by Monday 26 November at the latest. This will provide a discussion forum before and during the event and a platform for the exchange of information and ideas.
