
Orientation for Accompanying Adults


The orientation is required for all accompanying adults of attending children of the Children’s Forum.  It will be held on Sunday May 5th, 11:00-11:45 in Labouisse Hall of UNICEF House, 3 UN Plaza (East 44th St. between 1st and 2nd Aves.).*  The orientation has been designed to facilitate and explain the role of accompanying adults and to debrief on other important information throughout the three days of the Children’s Forum.  The orientation will be divided into two areas:

I.  General information to orient accompanying adults to the programme and schedule of the Children’s Forum and related activities.  This will include:
1. Welcoming

2. An overview of the Children’s Forum programme (to include explanation of format, some background on preparations/history, et. al.)

3. Daily schedule, special events during the 3 days of the Children’s Forum, pick-up and drop-off locations for accompanying adults and times.

4. Rules and procedures with regard to the above

II.  Roles and responsibilities of accompanying adults of children at the Children’s Forum.  This will include:

1. Role of Accompanying Adults

2. Child Protection Policy

3. Values and Principles in Work with Children 

4. Duty of Care

Daily Workshops for Accompanying Adults

In recognition of the fact that many accompanying adults represent organizations, agencies, and governments who have been actively involved with children’s issues and are also involved in the planning and implementation of activities at the Special Session, special daily workshops will be set up for accompanying adults to meet and discuss, collaborate, and network on issues of mutual importance.  These workshops will take place when children are at the Children’s Forum, allowing accompanying adults to take advantage of the extra time provided when their duties as accompanying adults are not needed. 

The first workshop for Accompanying Adults will begin immediately following the Orientation.  Attendance for the daily workshop is voluntary.  A special facilitator will be available at Sunday’s session to help participants self-identify the topics they would like to discuss and work on throughout the three days of the Children’s Forum. Times and locations for the workshops are as follows:

Sunday May 5th, 11:45-12:45, 2:15-4:00 (lunch is not provided, but a break is tentatively scheduled between 12:45-2:15 depending on the needs of participants), Labouisse Hall, UNICEF House

Monday May 6th, 9:00-5:00, Tuesday, May 7th, 9:00-4:00, US Fund for UNICEF, 333 E. 38th Street (between 1st and 2nd Aves.)
* This orientation is scheduled for accompanying adults of children attending the Children’s Forum.  An orientation will also be held for all other accompanying adults on Tuesday, May 7th, 2002 from 12:45-1:30 at the Church Center, 2nd Floor Conference Room.  The Church Center is located at 777 UN Plaza on East 44th Street and 1st Avenue
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
