Current Status as of October 2006

Land was made available in March 05 and temporary classrooms were
constructed. The architectural, structural designs, working drawings and
technical specifications designs were completed and approved in
September. Construction work began on site in December ‘05.
Construction of boundary wall is completed. Technical supervision is
carried out by site engineers on location with area engineers. Regular
progress meetings are conducted with field staff and contractors.
