Objective and Assignments:

Objective of the Contract will be to facilitate development and adoption of the local Child Friendly City Programmes with the special emphasis on the health needs of children under direct supervision of UNICEF Policy and Monitoring Officer.    
Assignments of the present SSA are:
· assessment of the local situation; 
· sensitization of the municipal authorities in Rivne, Zhytomyr, Sumy and Chernigiv to child rights issues; 
· support to development and adoption of the local CFC programmes; 
· ensuring respective budget allocations; 
· organizing study tour of municipal authorities to Croatia (TBC); 
· ensuring coverage of the Initiative in mass media as well as EU and UNICEF visibility.           
Duration of the contract: 1April 2010 till 31 May 2011. (14 months)
Deliveries: 
1. Assessment of the local situation: 
· Collection of data on the situation of children in each municipality covered by the Initiative;

· Preparation of reports about situation of children in the municipalities;

· Responding to ad hoc information requests from UNICEF and EU. 

2. Sensitization of the municipal authorities in Rivne, Zhytomyr, Sumy and Chernigiv to child rights issues:

· Organising information sessions on Child Friendly City Initiative;

· Sharing information and experience from other municipalities where the Initiative was piloted.

3. Support to development and adoption of the local CFC programmes:

· Identification and coaching of a focal point in each municipality concerned;

· Development of an institutional basis for introduction of the CFC initiative in Rivne, Zhytomyr, Sumy, and Chernigiv (namely, Child Advisory Board and Local Coordination Council);

· Facilitating sessions to develop local Child Friendly City programmes with particular emphasis on the health needs of children;

· Supporting adoption of the programmes by city councils.

4. Ensuring respective allocation of resources:
· Studying local budget situation and identification of potential sources of funding for the local CFC programme; 

· Advocating for allocation of local budget resources (financial resources, human resources) to support the programmes’ implementation;

5. Organize study tour of municipal authorities to Croatia (TBC); 
· Identify country and municipality for study visit (Croatia is suggested by UNICEF as a best practice for the introduction of the CFC Initiative, however, another country in the CEE/CIS region may be identified);

· Develop Study Visit Programme and negotiate it with the partner in the country concerned;

· Provide administrative support to the study visit.

6. Ensuring coverage of the Initiative in mass media as well as EU and UNICEF visibility:

· Prepare CFC Initiative promotion materials for further publication by UNICEF;

· Maintaining contacts with local mass media in the four municipalities and ensuring coverage of the Initiative on local level;

· Preparing pieces of information for further publication by central media. 

Outputs:

1. Institutional basis for introduction of the Child Friendly City Initiative in Rivne, Sumy, Chernigiv and Zhytomyr is in place;

2. Local CFC programmes with particular emphasis on the health needs of children are developed and endorsed by city councils;

3. The Initiative is popularised through promotion in central and local mass media and development of quality information materials.  

Qualifications/specialized knowledge/experience required to complete the task:

The professional to be selected for this Consultancy should meet the following requirements:

· Have familiarity with the Child Friendly City Initiative; 

· Be experienced in working with different local governance and broader decentralisation issues;

· Have some successful experience in drafting of and lobbying for adoption of the local policy documents;

· Have previous experience of project implementation and cooperation with municipal authorities in Rivne, Sumy, Zhytomyr and Chernigiv.
