National consultant for the project ‘Building of institutional capacity in provision of comprehensive services for HIV-positive children in Chernivtsi oblast'

Level: NO-B

Duration: I phase: two months 15 October 2010 – 15 December 2010;

                  II phase: eleven months 15 January 2011 – 15 December 2011

1. Purpose of Special Service Agreement:

Assistance to Chernivtsi oblast State Administration in implementation of the Norwegian UNICEF National Committee funded project ‘Building of institutional capacity in provision of comprehensive services for HIV-positive children in Chernivtsi oblast'.

1. Objective of the Special Service Agreement with expected results/outputs/inputs:

Background 

There is a growing understanding in Ukraine that the focus of assistance to children with special needs, including HIV-positive children, should be development of services which are maximally integrated into family settings. The main purpose should not be to isolate a child in a state care institution, but preferably to integrate a child fully in the society by providing family care. This can be achieved through the adoption of HIV-positive children by the foster families, where according the Ukrainian legislation, no more than four children could be placed. There is also another type of family care - guardianship over HIV-positive children (which does not have a limit of children than can be placed). 

Currently in Chervitsi oblast there are 49 children with HIV confirmed status. This is the biggest number of HIV-positive children living in the West region of Ukraine. The majority of children with HIV live in a small village in Chernivtsi oblast in the Family Type Children Home under the guardian care in monastery.  Altogether 250 orphans, including 43 HIV-positive children, live in an alternative model of guardianship. Currently, 38 of these HIV-positive children (age 1- 9 years) receive antiretroviral treatment. At the same time, the institutional oblast and Family Type Children Home’s capacity in provision of complex of services for HIV-positive children, to ensure their developmental and health needs are appropriately addressed, is insufficient.There is a need to build institutional regional capacity and capacity of care providers for HIV-positive children. This is planned to be done through series of local training for different target groups (medical and social workers, pedagogues, guardians and parents etc.), round-tables and mass media events to raise awareness about children’s living with HIV rights.

The overall objective of the SSA is to ensure coordination of implementing partners in Chernivtsi oblast and at the national level, in order to achieve the outputs of the project, as it is formulated below. 

Outputs:

· Knowledge and practice of care providers of children living with HIV in regard to home-based care, access to social, medical and legal services enhanced through series of respective training for different target groups (medical and social workers, guardians, psychologists and educators)

· Awareness of children’s living with HIV rights raised through the round-tables for local authorities, mass-media and care providers. 

Inputs:

· Planning of the project and coordination of implementation of the activities in collaboration with Chernivtsi oblast and city health administration, department of education and oblast Social Services for Family, Children and Youth;

· Supervision of the implementation of the project at the local level, coordination of the project related activities with local authorities and partners organisations.

· Selection of the team of trainers for different training, submission of the list to HIV/AIDS Officer, UNICEF for endorsement;

· Technical assistance in  implementation of the activities in accordance with the plan of the project (organisation of training (10 training), seminars (3 seminars), round-tables (at the beginning and after completion of the project) and other events related to the project);

· Participation in the round-tables;

· Timely reporting on the on-going project and the results achieved to HIV/AIDS Officer, UNICEF.

2. Delivery dates based on the work plan (to be approved by the respective Officer - title to be indicated):

I phase (15 October – 15 December 2010)

· Plan of implementation of the project in Chernivtsi and oblast developed and submitted to UNICEF – 30 October 2010;

· Plan of training for different target groups in Chernivtsi and oblast (health and social workers and educators is developed, endorsed by Chernivtsi State Administration and Social Services for Family, Children and Youth and submitted to UNICEF – 15 November 2010;

· The team of trainers is compiled and approved by UNICEF – 10 December 2010.

· Interim report on the results of the first phase of the project in 2010 developed and submitted to UNICEF – 15 December 2010.  

II phase (15 January – 15 November 2011)

· Assistance in the provision of the training within the period of implementation of plan of project (coordination of activities, liaison with trainers and local coordinator over the time of implementation – 15 January 2011 – 15 October 2011;

· Report of the training results, including the coverage and quality of the training submitted to UNICEF – 15 November 2011;

· Round-table on discussion of the results of project convened in Chernivtsi - 25 October 2011;

· Final report on the project’s results, including data of the coverage and quality of the training – 15 December 2011.

3. Details of how the work should be delivered:

The consultant has to develop and submit to UNICEF monthly reports for evaluation based on daily activities undertaken.

4. Performance indicators for evaluation of results:

a. Quantity of work. (No. of information materials related to the project per month; No. of meetings with implementing partners in Chernivtsi and local specialists; No. of activities implemented  versus the plan of the project);

b. Quality of work (Qualitative evaluation of the work of the consultant by UNICEF supervisor)

c. Responsibility (Timeliness of submission to UNICEF of the products according to the delivery dates, monthly reports and information requested)

5. Qualifications/specialized knowledge/experience required to complete the task:

· The consultant should have a university degree in medicine, preferably in paediatrics and solid experience in the area of treatment, care and support of  HIV-positive children and their families for at least ten years;

· Experience of work with national and local partners working in the area of HIV/AIDS;

· Good reputation as an expert in the area of treatment, care and support for HIV-positive children among national and regional health care institutions, social services and Chernivtsi state administration;

· Strong organisational and management skills and experience in supervision;

· Experience of work on implementation of projects in the area of care and support for HIV-positive children;

· Knowledge and understanding of the national HIV programme and its regional aspects, especially in the specific Paediatric HIV area;

· Excellent interpersonal skills and ability to work in a team.

6. Definition of supervision arrangements:

The consultant is supervised by the HIV/AIDS Officer, UNICEF Ukraine

7. Description of official travel involved:

Travels are envisaged to Chernivtsi city and within Chrernivtsi oblast. UNICEF will cover the travel expenses.  Prior to undertaking UNICEF- authorized travel, Basic Security in the Field Course should be completed. 

8. UNICEF recourse in the case of unsatisfactory performance:

Cessation of the agreement

9. Support provided by UNICEF:

Technical assistance, consultations, funding
