Introduction
In Ukraine, as in the majority of economies in transition, the issue of poverty and disparities among children is especially acute. Country’s plunge into the new economic crisis, which occurs against the background of transition-related crises, and is accompanied by the growth of prices for consumer goods and services, reduction of people’s incomes, narrowing of already limited budget capacities, will undoubtedly affect the condition of children and may lead to the growth of disparities in opportunities for development and in the access to basic benefits. So, the first component of the study of child poverty and disparities is the evaluation of current social and economic situation in Ukraine and its impact on the condition of children. In particular, authors have analyzed the macroeconomic situation; the status of labour market; the issues of financial support of social programmes; peculiarities of political and institutional environment; and specifics of the demographic situation. Special attention was given to the impact of financial crisis on the development of social processes and on the status of children. 

Studies from previous periods show that crisis processes affect families with children in the first place. Even in times of economic growth, the most important poverty factor in Ukraine was the presence and the number of children in a family, while families with two and more children usually fell into the domain of high poverty. That is the main part of the study is dedicated to the assessment of poverty and components of wellbeing of the families with children. The study of poverty and disparities among families with children was carried out along two tracks: poverty as a lack of financial resources to ensure normal development of a child (monetary poverty); and poverty in terms of deprivations, which are unrelated or partially related to the material factors at the family level (poverty as deprivations). In order to identify interdependence between monetary and non-monetary poverty, the researchers analyzed correlation of contingents of poor people by deprivations, by the national poverty line, and by the structural criteria. 

In many cases poverty and disparities are defines by the accessibility of health services and opportunities to receive quality education. This document reviews distribution of households with children by the level of accessibility of medical assistance and by causes of failure to receive it. Since accessibility of health services in Ukraine significantly correlates with the location of residence, we focused on the assessment of sufficiency of health care facilities in rural areas, and on opportunities of rural children to receive high quality health services. 

Speaking about opportunities of children to receive quality education, the document analyzes coverage of children with preschool and school education by the type of settlement; it also identifies problems in the functioning of educational sector, and reveals factors that affect the quality of educational services. Moreover, authors identify causes of existence of disparities in terms of receiving education – from preschool to higher education.

Condition of the families with children was also evaluated in terms of their coverage by the social protection system, based on individual needs of every family. We identified the level of coverage of families with children by the social protection system in general (by the number of families with children, which receive at least one type of assistance for children; and by the number of families, which used at least one social service), as well as by specific types of assistance and services.

Despite quite ramified network of the government support of families with children, some children still find themselves in the state-run residential institutions or on the streets; some of them face the issue of social exclusion due to disability, parents’ status of labour migrants, belonging to the national minority, socially dangerous diseases (in particular, HIV/AIDS and tuberculosis), living in a single-parent family; some children loose social links. These are primary causes of poverty and disparities. Considering the fact that the group of such children in Ukraine is quite large, separate section of the study is dedicated to the assessment of conditions and needs of vulnerable categories of children. 

Final stage of the study envisaged the development of policy recommendations to overcome child poverty and disparities. In particular, the researchers evaluated current system of the state social payments, benefits, and subsidies, as well as their impact on child poverty. In order to find the ways to improve the efficiency of the state social assistance, and the most effective mechanisms of its provision, we modelled several options of improvement of the state social programmes. Recommendations to improve the effectiveness of specific types of the state social assistance to address the issues of child poverty and disparities were developed. We also offer specific mechanisms to implement these recommendations, including necessary changes in legislation with adequate calculations of the budget expenditures and identification of funding sources.
This study was conducted within the framework of the UNICEF’s Global Study on Child Poverty and Disparities, which covered 40 countries, including Ukraine. Goals of the study were to assess the condition of children in terms of poverty and disparities; to analyze the impact of various instruments of the social policy on child poverty and disparities; to develop recommendations in order to increase the effectiveness of these instruments.
