1. Background of the Special Service Agreement
Currently, the government of Ukraine is taking steps towards the reforms within the system of justice for children.  While many positive steps have been undertaken, the concept of child rights is being misrepresented while debating over the issues and terminology of juvenile justice.  A need for the campaign that could support and mobilize the government and civil society to raise awareness about issues of protecting children has been identified by many government and non-government agencies.   
Aiming to find workable solutions for the improvement of the Ukrainian system of justice for children and promotion of child rights protection, UNICEF Ukraine developed a communication strategy on advocacy for justice for children reforms. 

 UNICEF Ukraine engagement in this area is expected to address the following:

1. Promote and advocate for reforms within the system of justice for children in Ukraine;

2. Increase public awareness regarding the questions of what is justice for children? 

3. To create public demand to enhance the state and civil society services to protect children in family environment, prevent juvenile delinquency and juvenile crime, and to protect children in conflict with the law. 

4. Share/distribute  information on international and best practices within the area of justice for children;

5. Address the issue of misperception about child rights while debating over the system of justice for children. 

2.  Objective of the Special Service Agreement with expected results, outcomes , and products
The objective of this consultancy is to provide support UNICEF Ukraine during the process of implementation of the ‘Advocacy for the Justice for Children Reforms’ communication initiative and to provide support in building a coordinated partnership between the government and non-governmental organisations for reforming the existing juvenile justice system in line with human-rights based principles.  
The major tasks of the SSA are the following: 

1. Upon written request from UNICEF Ukraine, develop and review analytical materials for publication and facilitate public dialog related to child rights issues in the area of justice for children.  
2. Facilitate professional round table meetings, expert discussions aimed at the promotion of child rights within the system of justice for children. 
3. Participate in the expert meetings in the area of justice for children and provide expert opinion on approaches to address issues of child rights violations within the justice for children system. 
4. Perform ongoing advocacy activities identified in the implementation plan of the “Advocacy for the Justice for Children Reforms” communication initiative, upon written request of UNICEF Ukraine Juvenile Justice Officer.   Additional consultant’s tasks and deliverables will be set out with monthly work plans and assessed with a monthly progress report.  

Main results: Assistance is provided in facilitation of communication campaign on advocacy for the justice for children reforms and overall advocacy activities in the filed of justice for children reforms in Ukraine.   
3.  Delivery dates based on the work plan
Monthly reports should be delivered by the 15th of each month starting from 15 May 2011.  Final report should be delivered by 15 December 2011.  

4.   Details of how the work should be delivered

Reports signed by the consultant must be sent to UNICEF Ukraine electronically to the Juvenile Justice Officer.  Additional consultant’s tasks and deliverables will be set out with monthly work plans and assessed with a monthly progress report.    
5. Performance indicators for evaluation of results

Performance will be assessed based on the following criteria:

· Quality of the deliverables;

· Timeliness of their submission. 

Payment will be processed upon provision of each report if found satisfactory.  In case of successful execution of the assignment the contractor may be offered a prolongation of the cooperation with UNICEF to support future developments of the communication strategy. 
5. Qualifications/specialised knowledge/experience required to complete the task

An expert to be selected for this Consultancy should meet the following requirements:

· University degree in law; 
· Extensive experience in the area of human rights advocacy;
· Good understanding and knowledge of country political system, system of justice for children, human rights principles;

· General ability to express clearly and concisely, ideas and concepts in written and oral form. 

· Computer skills, including internet navigation, and various office applications.

· Fluency in written and spoken Ukrainian and Russian, and English languages.

· Experience in writing of various publication materials.
· Ability to express clearly and concisely ideas and concept in written and oral forms;

· Excellent interpersonal communication skills;

6. Definition of supervision arrangements

The overall supervision and day-to-day support to the contractor will be provided by UNICEF Ukraine Juvenile Justice Officer.

7. Description of official travel involved

The assignment does not require travel within Ukraine. 

8. UNICEF recourse in the case of unsatisfactory performance

In the event of unsatisfactory performance, UNICEF reserves the right to terminate the Agreement. In case of partially satisfactory performance, such as serious delays causing the negative impact on meeting the programme objectives, low quality or insufficient depth and/or scope of the assessment completion, UNICEF is entitled to decrease the payment by the range from 30 to 50%.
9.  Support provided by UNICEF

Support for the assignment will be provided by UNICEF Ukraine Juvenile Justice Officer, and will include relevant information sharing via e-mail, briefing and de-briefing sessions.
