Along with spiritual guidance, it's an
opportunity for them to advise family
members about nutrition, HIV treatment
and prevention.

In the Takeo province, Partners in
Compassion is a Buddhist-Christian
care centre at the Opot Pagoda. It's
home to more than 60 orphaned
children - a third of whom are HIV
positive.

The youngest in their care is 6 month
old baby Sreypo. Her mother was raped
and does not want to care for her.

Partners in Compassion has trained 80
local monks to raise community
awareness of HIV, particularly among
children, and to help HIV affected
families.

Sreynik is four years old and lost her
father through AIDS. Both she and her
mother Khin are HIV positive. Khin
wants her daughter to have a future and
greatly values the monks' work.
