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Situation Overview & Humanitarian Needs

Impact of violence in the Lake region

Dispalcement in the Lake region continues and is compounded by seasonal population movements. According to the
latest Displacement Tracking Matrix of 14 June, there are 114,911 displaced people (returnees, IDPs and third
country nationals (TCN)) in the Lake region, 71,718 of whom have been registered by the Camp Coordination and
Camp Management (CCCM) cluster and almost 43,200 more estimated. In addition to those displaced, there are
7,337 refugees from Nigeria currently in the Lake region..

The situation remains relatively calm in the region, except for two incidents targeting the military in the month of
June. However, military operations have resumed and may likely produce additional civilian displacement from the
villages closer to the borders.

Numerous international NGOs (including IRC, Oxfam, CARE, ICRC, ACF, Handicap International, ACTED and COOPI)
have set up offices in the region, including near the border with Niger, or scaled up their interventions in the last
month. Although humanitarian access is generally acceptable, the existence of more than 50 sites scattered across
a large and challenging terrain with security considerations continues to pose a challenge both in terms of logistics
and within a context of limited funding.

Population movement

CAR refugees began arriving into the Mbaibokoum prefecture in the Logone Orientale region of Southern Chad on
12 June. A steady stream of arrivals has been reported despite the fact that the border between Chad and CAR is
officially closed; a closure enforced by Chadian authorities. This means that refugees arrive through informal
crossings and that women and children are arriving without the men, reportedly to avoid being stopped at the
border. Ngaoundaye is about 9 kms from the Chadian border, and about a 3 hour walk from the three host villages
of Sourou, Mini and Mbitoye in Chad. On 15 June, UNICEF participated in an interagency assessment mission led by
UNHCR arrived in the area to determine the status and condition of the refugees. The initial needs identified were
registration, non-food items, wet feeding and health services including vaccination.

As of 31 June, a total of 5,265 refugees (1,900 households) were registered by the UNHCR team although registration
was still ongoing. Registration activities were suspended for a quick quality of registration data check, by CNARR,
UNHCR and NGO ACRA joint team. General food distribution of a full ration for two weeks by WFP took place and
was used to verify registration data. Over 300 separated and non-accompanied children were initially reported by
UNHCR. The verification exercise will allow ensure proper identification and categorization of these children and
revised data should be available in July.

1 UNHCR, 30 June 2016
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Local authorities and UNHCR will relocate refugees to villages 50 km from the CAR border, in order to avoid back and
forth border crossings and tensions. Two sites have been identified in the villages of Diba and Lima for the
construction of temporary shelters, although 6 other villages have been identified as additional relocation areas.
UNICEF, UNHCR, OCHA and UNDSS visited the sites and considered the viability of this transfer considering the
limited access to basic services in the relocation area, where the incoming refugees would increase the population
by at least 50%. The wellbeing of unaccompanied and separated children who are currently in host families remains
one of the challenges to relocation and the object of ongoing monitoring and advocacy.

projection the pipeline of ready-to-eat therapeutic foods is secured until October, an additional 106,000 cartons are
urgently needed to cover the last quarter of 2016 and first quarter of 2017, for a total of $7.95 million.

The nutritional situation in IDP sites in the Lake region remains alarming: WFP screening of sites in the northern and
western parts of the Lake returned SAM rates of 11.5%, while screening in 20 IDP sites by UNICEF local partners in
sites around Bol and Bagasola found 5.6% children under five with SAM. A fully representative diagnosis will be
available after the nutritional survey with SMART methods that will be conducted in Chad in August/September in
all 23 regions.

Natural Disasters - Floods

Heavy rains and strong winds hit the town of Oum Hadjer in the center of the country on June 21. Enormous damage
was recorded: houses collapsed, the roof of a school was destroyed, and grain reserves sunk or were destroyed.
Overall, 753 people were severely affected, of which 573 children, in addition to four dead and thirty wounded, as
confirmed by the Red Cross. An emergency response was mobilized given the assessed vulnerability of the affected
households.

The rainy season, which in Chad takes place between June and September, generally entails flooding from heavy
rains, strong winds and a surge in malaria in the southern half of the country.

Epidemics - Measles outbreak

17 new suspected cases of measles were reported during week 25 of the year (mid-June), 4 of which were confirmed
positive. The four cases were as follows: two in Ndjamena, one in Abeche (Ouaddai region) and one in Mangalmé
(Guera region). The cumulative number of cases reported by the Ministry of Health were 716 cases and 6 deaths
since January 2016.
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An emergency vaccination campaign was conducted during the last week of May in eight health districts (Mongo,
Liwa, Kouloudia, Haraze- Mangueigne, Bédjondo, Bol, Oum Hadjer and Bagasola. The post-vaccination data made
available for 7 out of 8 showed a coverage of 99% for these districts.

In addition, 13 yellow fever suspected cases and 1 yellow fever confirmed case was registered in the country during
week 25.

Humanitarian leadership and coordination

e Coordination meetings have held in Mbaibokoum, Gore and Mbitoye with UNHCR, OCHA, UNICEF,
Government, NGOs for emergency response to new CAR refugees’ influx in the southern Chad.

e OnlJune, a Social Action Ministry, IOM, UNICEF joint visit was organized to assess humanitarian needs in CAR
returnee site in Gaoui and an immediate action plan was developed to prepare the site for the rains.

Humanitarian Strategy

The Humanitarian response plan objectives for 2015 are: to save lives by providing emergency aid, to strengthen the
resilience of vulnerable communities and to analyze the risks and vulnerabilities to accompany structural changes
and preventive measures. Advocacy with the Government of Chad and development actors will continue to tackle
the structural problems underlying chronic humanitarian needs in Chad. The four crises planned for in the HRP are:
food insecurity and acute malnutrition, population displacement, epidemics and natural disasters.

Working with government and non-governmental organizations, UNICEF seeks to provide emergency aid that
reinforces resilience by providing social services and improving government analysis, coordination and response
capacity. UNICEF will also seek funding for more community-based solutions with participation of communities.
Furthermore, UNICEF will continue to provide leadership to the coordination of the nutrition, WASH, education and
child protection sectors while playing an active role within the broader humanitarian coordination structure. Finally,
UNICEF will support the interagency contingency plan with emergency prepositioning, and will assist the government
of Chad to develop its contingency planning capacity within sectoral planning and beyond.
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Summary analysis of programme response

o NUTRITION
-

75,183 children under five year old with severe acute malnutrition (SAM) have been admitted to treatment between
January and May 2016. The SAM admission figure was 60,480 cases in 2015 in the same period. In May 2016, 18,119
SAM new admissions are registered against 14,457 new admissions in May 2015 in the Sahelian belt regions in Chad.

In the Lake region, UNICEF supported the Ministry of Health to admit and treat 9,950 children under-five suffering
from SAM by end of May or 64% of the annual target for the region. Coverage of the nutrition program has increased
from 52 health facilities in 2015 to 61 in 2016 in the Lake, with mobile clinics are also providing screening and
treatment in IDP sites through the different health partners.

UNICEF has worked with the UNHCR health partner on the response to incoming CAR refugees in southern Chad,
advocating for the inclusion of nutrition, briefing the team on the national nutrition protocol and providing the
required supplies. The proportion of children with SAM found has been very high: 12.4% of 1,205 children screened
in Mbitoye, and 15.7% of 70 children screened in Mini.

In the month of June, UNICEF has delivered 19,331 cartons of RUTF to health facilities and mobile clinics nationwide,
far larger than the usual average amount of 15,000 cartons, and this due to a spike in admissions in May.

% HEALTH and HIV/AIDS

UNICEF supported the immediate response to the refugees arrived into Mbitoye, Mini and Sourou on the southern
border with CAR. UNICEF’s rapid intervention enabled the deployment of vaccines from the regional health
delegation to the local health center which was in rupture of several vaccines. Similarly, the health center lacked
sufficient medicine to face the increased demand. UNICEF advocated with WHO which agreed to provide 2 medical
kits with sufficient supplies for 2,000 consultations over 3 months, and dispatched it with a lot of its own medicines
to the health district of Bessao (near Mibitoye).

In the Lake Region, 1,149 people were seen in curative consultations through the four UNICEF-supported mobile
clinics covering the IDP sites of Magui, Tataveron, Koudouboul, Sabre Kouta, Moundi, Djalia, Chebrey, Magar, Tagalog
and Bibi. Dominant pathologies are malaria (31%), acute respiratory infections (25%), diarrhea (17%) and skin
infections (10%). 262 women were screened for HIV through mobile clinics, 27 of them tested positive cases. HIV
positive cases received ARVs treatment. In the Bagasola voluntary screening centers, one of 30 people tested HIV-
positive and was put under treatment.

National Health authorities have shared results from 7 health districts out of the 8 health district suffering from a
Measles epidemic which organized an emergency vaccination campaign. A total of 414,392 children aged 9-14 years
were immunized against measles on a target of 414,392. 104,135 of these children also received vitamin A
supplementation and 85,698 children were dewormed.

Finally, 275 youth from the Danamadja CAR returnee site were sensitized by health community volunteers on
prevention of sexually transmitted infections, ways of transmission and means of HIV prevention, the prenatal
consultation, PMTCT.
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4 WaAsH

In the Lake region, 3 boreholes were constructed in Liwa health center, Yiga and Kaya IDP to give access to potable
to 1,500 beneficiaries. Two water point management committees were set up in Tchoukoutelia and Tataveron.
Awareness on hygiene and sanitation was conducted in Kousseri the site for 60 households. Regarding sanitation
activities, 300 new squatting plates were made for family latrines in Kafia, Kousseri and Dar Al Naim sites. Indeed, on
these sites, some latrines are full; only 30 are currently operational out of 134 constructed latrines.

Danamadja and Kobiteye CAR returnee sites in southern Chad benefited from the construction of 200 combined
cabins with showers and latrines through UNICEF funding. This activity was implemented by the regional government
partner (Logone Occidental Regional Directorate of Hydraulics): about 200 cabins, 50 cabins were built and 150
Kobiteye Danamadja. Currently, the gaps in latrines are respectively 136 latrines in Maingama, 267 latrines in Sido,
76 latrines in Danamadja and 41 latrines in Kobitey. These gaps in latrines is a major risk factor for diseases including
cholera in this rainy season.

In response to new CAR refugee influx in southern Chad, UNICEF repaired six boreholes in villages which hosted new
refugees, thus doubling the access to drinking water in the area. A partnership for the construction of latrines in the
area where refugees are to be relocated is being rapidly negotiated to ensure adequate conditions.

m EDUCATION

As the 2015-2016 school year officially came to an end in June 2016, most schools were closed for vacation. However,
UNICEF continued to work closely with the Ministry of Education (MoE) to provide necessary support in preparation
for the next school year scheduled to begin in October 2016, especially in the regions in the west, the south and the
east affected by different crises.

In the Lake region in the west, thanks to the continued support for IDP children who had never had access to
education in their home villages, 6,055 students (2,461 girls, 41%) were newly enrolled in school from January this
year. In June, 23 schools built under PREBAT fund met technical acceptance across the Lake region and are ready to
be used for the new school year. Construction of 17 school brick fences and 138 classrooms including 71 new latrines
and 15 multifunctional sports fields also continues and is expected to provide improved learning environments to
students. However, according to the situation overview given by education authorities in the Lake region, 74 out of
451 schools remained closed throughout the 2015-2016 school year, some due to the strike of community teachers
who have not been paid, and some due to the ongoing insecurity in the area.

Of the 5,117 new refugees arrived in the Mbitoye area following a fresh outbreak of violence in the northwest of
CAR, more than 75% are children of school age and were in school in their places of origin. UNICEF continues
discussions with UNHCR to support the schools in these areas before the new school year begins in September while
promoting social cohesion between the refugees and the host communities.

Despite the increasing needs for education, refugee and returnee children from CAR who arrived in the region earlier
continued to receive necessary assistance in education during the school year, and 2,397 children (1,969 girls, 82%)
were reported to be newly enrolled in school since January 2016.

k‘i CHILD PROTECTION

Two new unaccompanied children (UAC) were identified by the ICRC in Ngouboua and were referred to the Dar Es
Salaam camp as result of cross-border family research initiated by UNHCR, UNICEF and ICRC joint team. In the South,
four unaccompanied (UAC) boys from Central African Republic have been reunited with their families with in
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collaboration with ICRC: one in central Chad, one in Central African Republic and two in Cameroon. Furthermore 6
separated children (SC) including 2 girls and 4 boys have benefited from family reunification.

In the Salamat Region in central Chad, 15 community awareness sessions on mine risk education and unexploded
ordnance were conducted by 3 community centers (Amsinéné, Khach Khacha and Mireére), benefiting 654 people
including 387 children. In the same region, 10 child friend spaces continue to carry out recreational activities for over
1,500 children affected by displacement. Recreational activities were also organized in CAR returnee sites in southern
Chad. The beneficiaries of these activities are respectively 325 children (163 girls and 156 boys) in Djako, 326 children
(119 girls and 207 boys) in Maingama, 1,900 children (855 girls and 1,015 boys) in Danamadja and 3,000 children
(1,240 girls and 1,760 boys) in Kobitey.

In response to the new influx of CAR refugees, child protection activities were carried out with UNICEF support
focusing on identification of separated and non-accompanied children and monitoring of their living conditions in
host families, child friendly spaces in the villages of Sourou and Mini, and distribution of sanitary pads to childbearing
aged women and women who have given birth.

i NON-FOOD ITEMS AND EMERGENCY SHELTER

UNICEF local partner ADERBA distributed WASH kits with treated bednets to 4,650 IDPs in Tchoukoutelia near the
border with Nigeria. UNICEF also completed HelpChad’s NFI kit with jerrycans, buckets and soap for 200 households
in the Tagal IDP site near Bol.

COMMUNICATIONS

In the media: UNICEF CO has promoted a large campaign on the occasion of the Day of the African Child which
thematic was « children in conflict and crisis in Africa ». A press release was produced (based on the HAC key figures)
and shared with media.

Five CERF rapid response grants were received
in June to boost response capacity in WASH,
Health, Nutrition, Child Protection and
NFI/Emergency Shelter in the Lake region. In
addition ECHO funding has been received for
Nutrition in the Sahel and to support
interagency and government preparedness. In
total, $ 18,335,474 were received in the first
half of the year for emergency response and
preparedness activities. 66% of available
funding is for the Lake, whereas only 5%
covers the ongoing humanitarian needs of CAR
returnees in the South.

Although a boost has been received with CERF
and ECHOQO's contribution, funding for Nutrition
remains highly insufficient to cover even the

most basic needs for medical supplies beyond October, with $7.95 million needed for the last quarter of 2015 and
to secure the first quarter of 2016. Considering that lead time for purchase of these supplies is of at least three

months, new funding is extremely urgent.
