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SITUATION IN NUMBERS

Highlights:

In July UNICEF continued to respond to the dramatic escalation of violence in
northwest Syria continued in July, by providing life-saving multi-sectoral services in
Idleb, northern Hama and Aleppo governorates to host communities, IDPs, and new
waves of displacements. Prepositioned emergency supplies and emergency services
were delivered to newly displaced people in northern Aleppo and Idleb through the
main sectors.

In the northeast of the country, where an estimated 1.65 million people are currently
in need of humanitarian assistance, UNICEF continued to provide nutrition, water,
sanitation, hygiene, health, education and protection assistance for the affected

Overall, the Humanitarian Appeal for Children for the Whole of Syria response
remains critically underfunded (53 per cent) against the US$294.8 million
requirement. Additional funding, especially long-term flexible in nature is needed to
ensure that children through Syria continue to receive the needed life-saving
humanitarian assistance.

In the northeast of the country, an estimated 1.65 million people are currently in need of humanitarian assistance, out of which 900,000°
are considered acutely affected due to a combination of factors, including displacement, recurrent exposure to hostilities, and limited
access to basic services such as safe water, education and healthcare. There are currently 605,000 IDPs in the northeast as a result of past
and current military operations. Two out of every 10 displaced persons now live in an IDP site, including camps, as well as collective and
last resort sites. The largest site in the northeast is the Al Hol camp in Al Hassakeh, hosting approximately 70,000 people, followed by Ein
Issa (13,000 people) in Ar-Raqqa, Areesha (8,500 people) in Al Hassakeh and Abu Kashab (6,000 people) in Deir-ez-Zor. People in the
camps remain fully dependent on humanitarian assistance. In Al Hol, UNICEF and other humanitarian partners are providing food, water,
health care, shelter services, non-food items (NFI) supplies, including hygienic items and education and protection support. Low
purchasing power is a challenge and people continue to receive food assistance through ready-to-eat food rations.

In the South of the country, over 17,000 internally displaced Syrians®, as of 21 July, have now left Rukban, after living in the remote
location for over five years. With approximately 25,000 women, children and men remaining in Rukban (41 per cent of camp’s estimated
population of 41,700), the humanitarian situation remains dire due to limited access to basic health care and shortages of basic supplies
such as flour, vegetables and bread. UNICEF continued its advocacy at all levels to ensure that the humanitarian needs of the affected
populations are taken into consideration and worked with other UN Agencies and humanitarian actors for a convoy to reach the camp in
August.

Summary analysis of programme response:

Health & Nutrition: In July, 160,826 women and children benefited from free medical consultations through about 120 mobile and fixed
centers in 14 governorates (over 1.1 million women and children since the beginning of 2019). Additionally, 152,735 caregivers were
reached with health promotion messages including immunization messages (almost 2.5 million reached in 2019). So far this year, about
1,175 health workers in hospitals and public health centers received training on different newborn care topics, including 250 community
volunteers trained in Aleppo (Manbej), Deir-ez-Zor, Hama, Lattakia and rural Damascus governorates. The over-achievement in the
training indicator (184 per cent of the target) is due to the expansion of the newborn programme after the recent approval of the Ministry
of Health. UNICEF continued to support routine immunization, reaching 42,751 children under the age of one (U1) with DPT37 (261,540
children U1 vaccinated with DTP3 in 2019); the overall routine immunization reach against the 2019 target is low (45 per cent) as the July
data is pending. In addition, National and Sub-National Immunization Days for polio have reached almost 3.3 million children under the
age of five (U5) with Oral Polio Vaccine (OPV) in 2019, reaching 113 per cent of the annual target.

In the reporting month, UNICEF supported the provision of micronutrients to 71,169 children U5 and pregnant and lactating women
(390,977 in total in 2019), while 89,952 children and pregnant and lactating women were screened for acute malnutrition (838,759 in
2019). During July, 377 children U5 (4,256 in 2019) received life-saving treatment for severe acute malnutrition. Emphasizing the
importance of optimal child feeding practices, UNICEF has been promoting and further expanding one-to-one nutrition counselling. A
total of 38,688 caregivers benefited from Infant and Young Child Feeding counselling (203,195 in 2019) and some 37,128 people benefited
from essential nutrition supplies, such as fortified spread-Plumpy nuts and energy biscuits (421,214 in 2019).

The high funding gap for health and nutrition may result in dramatic consequences for children, such as 60,000 children not receiving the
essential nutrition supplies during the last quarter of 2019, in addition to 20,000 children not receiving paediatric consultations and around
100,000 children under one year not being reached with routine immunization.

Water, Sanitation and Hygiene (WASH): In the reporting month, UNICEF was able to reach some 114,400 people (an estimated 46,904
children) through performing operation and maintenance work in Idleb to lessen service degradation, in addition to rehabilitation of
water systems and equipping wells in As-Sweida, reaching nearly 1.7 million people (an estimated 697,000 children) with improved water
supply since the beginning of 2019. Access to improved water supply was critical to lower the risk of waterborne diseases and to restore
dignity for the affected populations. Over 16,200 people were reached through solid waste collection in northeast Syria camps, in addition
to rehabilitation of sewage networks (some 144,000 people in 2019). Furthermore, 13,306 school-aged children were reached through
rehabilitation of water and sanitation facilities and provision of hygiene services in 28 schools (90,746 children in 167 schools in 2019).
Over 68,000 people were also reached through distribution of hygiene supplies, aqua tabs, jerry cans, and installation of household water
tanks in camps (some 894,387 people in 2019); some 36,000 people were reached through hygiene promotion sessions (over 280,000
people in 2019). In addition, over 300,000 people (an estimated 123,000 children) were reached through emergency services including
water trucking, cleaning and maintaining WASH facilities in camps and desludging (over 645,000 people in 2019). UNICEF’s provision of
water disinfectants supported over 13.5 million people to access to safe water, which continues to be a critical deterrent to water borne
diseases.

Moreover, UNICEF continued water trucking intervention for about 102,000 returnees in 31 communities in Eastern Ghouta (224,800
people reached in 38 communities in 2019), as well as for over 100,000 IDPs in Tall Refaat, Nabul, and Zahraa camps and collective shelters
in Aleppo that host IDPs from Afrin and other 54,000 IDPs in Orm, Atareb, Daret Azza that host IDPs from Idleb.

In northwest Syria, UNICEF, through its implementing partners, provided water supply and sanitation services to over 686,000 people in
Aleppo and Idleb governorates. Hostilities in the demilitarized zone affected the services of water particularly in Ma’arat Al Numan, and
Saraqgab in southern Idleb, where on 8 July, water stations were damaged affecting water supply for at least 25,000 people

Education: In July, UNICEF focused its intervention on the preparations for the new academic year, and the continued support for
examinations, benefitting a total of 27,273 children (during the examination period between June and July) while supporting 40,975
children in formal education in the reporting month (309,313 in 2019). To improve access to education, UNICEF supported classroom
rehabilitation in rural Damascus and Hama governorates, benefitting 16,892 children (39 per cent girls), while 2,385 children in Deir-ez-
Zor benefitted from an improved learning environment by providing school furniture.

To improve access to education for children who have been out-of-school or are at risk of dropping out, UNICEF provided an array of non-
formal educational programmes and support; the Back to School campaign reached 17,090 caregivers and children; the supportive
learning programme (SLP) reached 23,155 children (49 per cent girls) in six governorates. For 10,388 children (48 per cent girls) who could
return to formal schooling, UNICEF provided support through Curriculum B, an accelerated-learning programme. To strengthen the quality
of learning, UNICEF provided teacher professional development in active-learning (112 teachers), new curriculum (1,000 teachers), and
supportive learning programmes (104 educators). Also, UNICEF provided life-skills and citizenship education in Deir-ez-Zor, Hama, Idleb

and Lattakia, benefitting 1,484 children (51 per cent girls). UNICEF also conducted an educational advocacy meeting in rural Damascus,
reaching 949 influencers and decision makers (75 per cent females), aiming at creating a positive environment for an increased enrolment
of children. Furthermore, UNICEF started providing the necessary learning supplies for the upcoming academic year, including schoolbags
for over 16,000 children across the country.

Due to the escalation of violence in Idleb, there has been temporary disruption in learning activities, for example in Saragab city as
reported by the educations sector.

The funding gap in education (the sector is 51 per cent underfunded) is challenging the achievements of all sector targets, including those
for enrolment both in formal and non-formal education, children participating in life skills and citizenship education programmes,
caregivers reached with communication for development through Back to Learning interventions. Additional funding, especially long-
term and non-conditional resources are required to ensure that the right to education for children in Syria is fulfilled.

Child Protection: During the reporting month, UNICEF reached 29,502 children (49 per cent girls; a total of 209,826 children in 2019)
and 8,252 caregivers (65 per cent women; a total of 38,620 in 2019) with structured psychosocial support (PSS) services through 55 child-
friendly spaces, 61 mobile teams in 12 governorates.® Additionally, UNICEF with partners delivered awareness-raising sessions for child
protection issues (violence against children, gender-based violence) for 24,923 children and adolescents (49 per cent girls; over 128,600
in 2019) together with 8,769 caregivers (67 per cent women; over 34,400 in 2019) in 13 governorates.®

UNICEF in partnership with governmental and non-governmental partners, provided Mine Risk Education (MRE) face-to-face sessions and
delivered information, education and communication (IEC) materials to mitigate the risk of explosive ordinances and promote safe
behaviors for 119,200 people (46 per cent female; 956,423 in 2019) in 14 governorates. Out of these, 1,293 children (37 per cent girls) of
12t and 9™ grade and 131 caregivers from Al Raqga and Idleb governorates were reached with face-to-face MRE sessions on how to
mitigate the risk of explosive remnants of war (ERW), landmines and improvised exploding devices (IED). In addition, specialized services
through case management were provided to 9,997 children across the country. Through mobile teams, UNICEF and partners were able
to reach 159,637 beneficiaries in hard-to-reach areas with child protection services mainly PSS, child protection awareness-raising and
MRE. Limited access to Al Hol camp and the limited facilities in Ain Issa camp continue to challenge child protection response for the
affected population.

The main challenges include delayed authorization received by the NGOs implementing partners, access limitations due to security
especially in the northwest of the country and restrictive funding (donor conditionalities). Predictable, unrestricted, multi-year funding is
required to meet the immediate and longer-term protection needs of children and their families across Syria. Ongoing investment from
donors is required to deliver sustained psychosocial support programmes that provide a sense of normality, stability and structure to
children and reduce the risk that short-term distress leads to longer term concerns. The expansion of specialised child protection services
remains a critical priority, in order to support child survivors of violence to cope and recover from their experiences. This includes
unaccompanied and separated children and children associated with armed groups and forces. The need to continue to advocate for
clearance of explosive ordinance which many children and caregivers (10.2 million) are at risk of injuries, maiming and death from due to
lack of clearances/demining and comprehensive victims assistances programmes is also challenged by lack of funding.

Social Policy: During the reporting period, UNICEF reached 791 persons with disabilities in Homs governorate with cash assistance and
case management services (over 5,931 children with disabilities reached in Aleppo, Al-Hassakeh, Homs, Tartous and Rural Damascus
governorates since the beginning of the year). UNICEF views social protection as a key element for sustainable peace and development,
and UNICEF’s Cash Transfer Programme is designed to promote an integrated social protection model with links to public services through
referral mechanisms and case management, preparing the ground for a transition from emergency response to nationally-owned social
protection scheme.

As part of its response to the needs of children and their families in the conflict-affected areas lacking basic items due to the economic
crisis and high inflation, during the reporting month, UNICEF reached 14,555 children in hard-to-reach areas and newly accessible areas
of the country with seasonal clothes kits. As part of the northeast response, over 9,000 summer clothing packages were distributed in Al
Hol camp in Al Hassakeh governorate, in addition to reaching 3,900 children with summer clothing kits in Sera’a, Sanjar, Hawa, Tal Khanzir
in Idleb governorate. Furthermore, UNICEF reached 1,654 children with new-born baby kits in Rural Damascus/East Ghouta villages and
Aleppo governorates. UNICEF targets children between 0-14 years old, with priority to children of IDP families living in camps or informal
settlements, children in hard-to-reach and besieged areas, returnees living in slums and informal settlements, child-headed households
and households with children with disabilities.

The funding gap in social policy (the sector is 64 per cent underfunded) remains a major challenge for the achievements of the planned
target of children, both under cash assistance and protection from extreme weather.

Adolescent Development and Participation (ADAP): In July, UNICEF reached 30,613 adolescents and youth (10-24 years) in 13
governorates through a package of services and opportunities, benefiting IDPs, returnees and host community adolescents and youth,
young people living in poverty and other marginalized groups including those with disabilities (240,553 reached in 2019).

UNICEF reached 6,748 adolescents and youth with the skills development programme, including life skills and citizenship education (LSCE),
community-based vocational training courses and entrepreneurship trainings, totaling the reach to 186,859 since the beginning of the
year. Among these reached in July, 76 young people received seed funding to start their own social and business projects in their
communities during July. In addition, 3,114 young people were engaged in civic and social cohesion activities including sport for
development and youth-led social initiatives (74,896 since the beginning of the year). The lack of flexible, non-earmarked funding remains
a major challenge to support the upstream advocacy with the line ministries, including capacity development of cadres.

External Communication and Advocacy: During the reporting period, UNICEF Syria highlighted the arduous journey of as well as
support to thousands of brave girls and boys coming to sit for their national grade 9 and 12 exams from hard-to-reach areas. The World
Youth Skills Day was also marked through videos and stories, underlining the achievements and contributions made by young people with
support from UNICEF. Furthermore, UNICEF issued a news note on Al-Hol highlighting the dire humanitarian needs of children in the camp
and calling for improved access and the protection of children, including re-integration into local communities and return to home
countries.

*Sector results are cumulative as of June 2019. Note that the revised Whole of Syria 2019 UNICEF Humanitarian Action for Children appeal is published with updated
2019 indicators and targets.

Health 1: As the polio campaign is scheduled for the first quarter of the year, the target has already been achieved. Also, data for April campaign have been shared only
in July and reported in July Sitrep for the first time.

Health 2,3: Data on these indicators is received from the Ministry of Health with delay of approximately 2 months, which is explaining the slightly low reach.

Health 4: The overachievement in the training indicator is due to the expansion of the new-born programme after the late approval of the Ministry of Health (MoH). This
was a newly introduced activity and the target was set in a conservative manner.

Nutrition 1: The low reach in nutrition indicators is due to the operational constraints faced by NGOs implementing partners in obtaining the necessary permissions. In
addition to this, data is received with delay of two months from partners.

Nutrition 2: In addition, for the micro-nutrients supplementation it was initially planned to take place jointly with the measles campaign. However, the measles campaign
was cancelled by the Government. The target of this indicator is under revision.

Nutrition 3: The decrease is due to data verification of last month's reported result by partners.

Nutrition 4: Regarding the IYCF programme, the Ministry of Health did not adopt yet the IYCF operational strategy and therefore MOH is partially reporting on that
indicator.

WASH 1,2,4,5: The reach for WASH data was revised in Gaziantep hub, rectifying information previously reported, explaining the reduction of these four WASH
indicators. Limited funding has also been affecting the achievements of WASH targets.

WAGSH 3: The planned number of schools to be reached with WASH services is on track, however, the number of children reached is lower than expected: a revision of the
methodological calculation for this data is ongoing to understand the discrepancy.

Education 1: Most of the results are expected to be achieved in September/October with the new academic year and reported in November by Government partners.
Education 2: Teachers and education personnel training is scheduled for the summer season during school break

Child Protection 1: The low reach on MRE indicator is due to turnover in the Ministry of Education that delayed the Education programming, as MRE is integrated in
schools. It is expected that the gap will be catch up in the next half of the year.
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Child Protection 2: The low reach on this indicator is due to the operational constraints faced by NGOs implementing partners in obtaining the necessary permissions as
well as to limited funding.

ADAP 1: The reach for this indicator is very high due to successful implementation and good level of funding.
ADAP 2: This activity is scheduled to reach more beneficiaries in the second half of the year.
